“Blessed are the poor in spirit,  
For theirs is the kingdom of heaven.  
        Blessed are those who mourn,  

For they shall be comforted.  
        Blessed are the meek,  

For they shall inherit the earth.  
        Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness,  

For they shall be filled.  
        Blessed are the merciful,  
For they shall obtain mercy.  

       Blessed are the pure in heart,  
For they shall see God.  

       Blessed are the peacemakers,  
For those who are persecuted for righteousness’ sake,  

For theirs is the kingdom of heaven.  
  “ Blessed are you when they revile and persecute you, and say all kinds of evil against 

you falsely for My sake.  Rejoice and be exceedingly glad, for great is your reward in 
heaven, for so they persecuted the prophets who were before you. 

Matt. 5: 3-12 
  
  

    The Old Testament in Hebrew (which was the native language of the people of God of old), 
and the New Testament in Greek (which at the time of the writing of it was most generally known 
to the nations), being immediately inspired by God, and by his singular care and providence kept 

pure in all ages, are therefore authentical; so as in all controversies of religion the Church is 
finally to appeal unto them. But because these original tongues are not known to all the people of 
God who have right unto, and interest in, the Scriptures, and are commanded, in the fear of God, 

to read and search them, therefore they are to be translated into the language of every people 
unto which they come, that the Word of God dwelling plentifully in all, they may worship him in an 

acceptable manner, and, through patience and comfort of the Scriptures, may have hope.  
The Westminster Confession 

  
    I really do believe that the Bible, in its original language, is the inspired Word of God, and the 
infallible rule of faith and practice.  The main obstacle to people understanding the Bible is that 
they don't take the time to learn what it has to teach us.  In other words, they don't take it literally 
enough. 
  

All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for 
correction, for instruction in righteousness,  that the man of God may be complete, 

thoroughly equipped for every good work. 
II Tim. 3: 16-17 

  
    Jesus spent 30 years getting ready for His ministry.  After His baptism, after His temptation, 
and after He had chosen His disciples, He preached this sermon, the Sermon on the Mount, to 
His disciples. 
  

And seeing the multitudes, He went up on a mountain, and when He was seated His 
disciples came to Him. 

Matt. 5: 1 
  

    In this sermon, Jesus introduces the men to whom He will entrust His Church to what it is He 
came to tell us. It is as if Jesus were saying to these 12, Before we get started, I want you to 
understand. In this sermon, we have the essentials.  
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Blessed 
 

 You can never get to right destination if you start off in the wrong direction 
  

    Many modern versions translate this happy.  But as we will see, this term means so much 
more than that. 
  
    Almost all versions translate the Greek blessed /happy are . . .  But that is not right, either.  
Jesus didn't use a verb!  The best way to translate this term is: O the blessedness of . . . The 
word Jesus used, ashere is a Hebrew word found throughout the Old Testament. 
  

Blessed is [ashere, O the blessedness of] the man  
         Who walks not in the counsel of the ungodly,  

         Nor stands in the path of sinners,  
         Nor sits in the seat of the scornful; 

Psalm 1: 1 (New King James version) 
  

    The word is was added for clarity in English; just as the word are was added to the Beatitudes. 
  
    So what? The point is:  The Beatitudes are not pious platitudes of what will be.  They are 
authoritative statements concerning what is the state of being for citizens of the Kingdom.  
Christian blessedness is not pie-in-the-sky, it is a here-and-now reality for those who are in 
Christ. The very form Jesus used, in the original language, taught His disciples that they had 
embarked upon a joyous New Life. 
  
    In the Beatitudes, Jesus shows us that this Christian joy transcends earthly circumstances.   
  

Peace I leave with you, My peace I give to you; not as the world gives do I give to you. 
John 14: 27 

  
    The world strives for happiness. But this is a vain effort.  The very word gives itself away.  The 
root of happiness is hap-. Hap- means chance. Look at other words with the same root: 
happenstance, a chance occurrence; haphazard, a chance direction; happiness is the chance 
emotion which occurs when everything around us goes as we would like.  To be happy, we must 
manipulate our circumstances so that they are in harmony with our wishes. . . and then hope we 
don't change our minds! 
  
    Jesus begins by teaching His disciples that this New Life is completely different.  His joy comes 
from within; it is not dependent on external circumstances. For this reason, no one can take His 
joy from us. 
  

Therefore you now have sorrow; but I will see you again and your heart will rejoice, and 
your joy no one will take from you.  

John 16: 22 
  

    The world will hand us disappointment after disappointment; but the joy which Christ gives is 
untouchable, unassailable. Whatever the world can give you, the world can take away from you.  
Striving for happiness is the ultimate illusion. 
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Whenever Richard Cory walked downtown 
We people on the pavement looked at him: 

He was a gentleman from soul to crown, 
Clean favored and imperially slim. 

 
And he was always quietly arrayed, 

And he was always human when he talked; 
But still, he fluttered pulses when he said, 

"Good morning," and he glittered when he walked. 
 

And he was rich -- yes, richer than a king -- 
And admirably schooled in every grace: 
In fine, we thought he was everything  
To make us wish we were in his place. 

 
So on we worked, and waited for the light, 

And went without meat, and cursed the bread; 
And Richard Cory, one calm summer night, 

Went home and put a bullet through his head. 
 

    The glory of the Beatitudes is that they are triumphant shouts of victory over all the failed 
lifestyles the world has offered us. 
  

Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress, or 
persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword?  As it is written:  

 
      “  For Your sake we are killed all day long; 

       We are accounted as sheep for the slaughter.”  
 

 Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us.  For I am 
persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels nor principalities nor powers, nor things 

present nor things to come,  nor height nor depth, nor any other created thing, shall be 
able to separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. 

Rom. 8: 35-39 

A young man worked very hard to save up enough money to take his first vacation, an ocean 
cruise.  He carefully packed all his clothing, and toiletries. Then, because he would be gone for a 

week, he packed cheese and crackers for him to eat. 
When evening came on the first day of his big adventure, the young man noticed other 

passengers going in to the dining room and having a delicious dinner.  He returned to his cabin 
and ate cheese and crackers. 

The next morning, he noticed people eating a wonderful breakfast in the dining room.  He went 
back to his cabin and ate cheese and crackers. 

So it went until the last day of the cruise.  By then, the cheese and crackers were quite stale, and 
the young man became desperate for a "decent meal."  He went to the ship's steward and 

begged him, "Please, sir! I will do anything for one good meal before this cruise is finished!" 
The steward looked at the young man in astonishment. "Sir, are you not a passenger? Has your 
fare not been paid?  You are entitled to eat any of the food offered abroad this ship.  Everything 

we have to offer became yours when your ticket was purchased. 
All the young man could say was, "I didn't know." 

    Jesus began with the Beatitudes because He wants us to know.

    One doesn't have to know Kansas City to recognize the stereotypes. These are common 
values in every community. 

  
    Jesus directs us to a different value system. 
  

Blessed are the poor in spirit 
  

    A friend of mine, who comes from a different part of the world, says he often finds our language 
amusing. For example, he said, I was at a mall and there was this store, The Piercing Pagoda, 
with a sign which read: Ears pierced while you wait. As opposed to what . . . dropping them off? 
  
    The first Beatitude uses words which were much clearer in the Biblical languages than they are 
in English. The Greek word translated poor is ptochos.  The Greeks had two words for poverty, 
ptochos and penes. Penes describes a person who has nothing extra.  Ptochos describes one 
who has nothing.  Jesus says, How blessed is one who absolutely destitute. 
    That's how Matthew wrote it.  But Jesus spoke Aramaic, which was a form of Hebrew.  The 
word He spoke was ani or ebion. They describe a person who has no earthly resources 
whatsoever, and places his whole trust in God.  This is how the Psalmist used the word: 
  

This poor man cried out, and the LORD heard him, 
         And saved him out of all his troubles. 

Psalm 34: 6 
  

    In the Biblical languages Jesus' point is much clearer:   
  

How blessed are those who have realized their total depravity and put their whole trust in God. 
  

    Any "theology" which begins with the basic goodness of humanity is starting off in the wrong 
direction.  Any "theology" which suggests that humanity contributes anything to redemption is 
mistaken. 
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By this sin they fell from their original righteousness and communion with God, and so became 
dead in sin, and wholly defiled in all the faculties and parts of soul and body. 

 
 They being the root of mankind, the guilt of this sin was imputed, and the same death in sin and 
corrupted nature conveyed to all their posterity, descending from them by original generation.  
 
 From this original corruption, whereby we are utterly indisposed, disabled, and made opposite to 
all good, and wholly inclined to all evil, do proceed all actual transgressions.  

The Westminster Confession 
  

    To suggest, as some churches do, that we must make a free will decision for Christ, shows that 
they have not yet reached the recognition of their total depravity.   
  

And you He made alive, who were dead in trespasses and sins. . . 
Eph. 2: 1 

  
    Dead people cannot make free will decisions. Our salvation is an unconditional gift.  When we 
realize this, two things happen. 
        1. We stop looking to material things for our security; 
        2. We start looking to God as our only source of security. 
  
    A few years ago, a humane society ad showed a cute puppy and kitten.  The caption read: A 
couple of VIPs . . . Very Important Pets.  What makes them important is who owns them. 
  
    When we come to grips with our total depravity, we ceased being owned by our possessions, 
and begin to live for the God who saved us unconditionally. 
  
 I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the 
life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave 

Himself for me. 
Gal. 2: 20 

  
    Who owns you? 
  
    Another mistake made in interpreting this Beatitude is to ennoble poverty.  Jesus isn't talking 
about material poverty; He is talking about surrendering our illusions of worthiness.  A seminary 
classmate was fond of saying, The only Christians Christ helps aren't "very good Christians." 
    The Kingdom of God will elude all who think they deserve it. In the Lord's Prayer, Jesus taught 
us to pray: 
  

Your kingdom come.  
      Your will be done  

      On earth as it is in heaven. 
Matt. 6: 10 

  
    God's Kingdom is where God's will is done.  Not ours.  We have not yet reached the state of 
spiritual poverty if we are still pursuing our own agendas.  
  

Do you not know that the unrighteous will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be 
deceived. Neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor homosexuals, nor 

sodomites,  nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners will 
inherit the kingdom of God. 

I Cor. 6: 9-10 
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You cannot play with the animal in you without becoming wholly animal, play with falsehood 
without forfeiting your right to truth, play with cruelty without losing your sensitivity of mind. 

He who wants to keep his garden tidy doesn't reserve a plot for weeds.

    Even if what we are doing is not illegal, if it puts our desires ahead of God's, then we have not 
reached the state of spiritual poverty. 
  
    God's Kingdom is where God's will is done.  
  
    The first three steps suggested in AA are: 
  

1. We admitted we were powerless over alcohol--that our lives had become unmanageable.  
2. Came to believe that a Power greater than ourselves could restore us to sanity.  
3. Made a decision to turn our will and our lives over to the care of God as we understood 

Him.  

    Sobriety comes with surrender.  So does citizenship in the Kingdom of God.  As long as we are 
holding to anything within ourselves as a merit to our salvation, we have not yet reached the 
blessed state of spiritual poverty. 
  
    Things are not going so well for me these days.  The problems that are developing with my 
mother's lung cancer are far more complex than I ever imagined.  A dear friend sent me this note: 
  
Jim, 
 
You and your family are in my prayers daily. Hang in there. 
Some of the best things that can happen to a person come 
when you're at your lowest depths. I believe that God has 
ways of testing each of us.  Trust in him! 
 
Take care Brother and hang in there, 
 
Randy B.  
  
    God blesses when we reach the state of spiritual poverty.  Trust Him! 
  
    One last thought:  If we trust only God for security, then it necessarily follows that we will obey 
Him.  To tell God that we will be His only if we get to stay the way we are is missing the point 
entirely.  Such a person has not reached the state of spiritual poverty. 
  
    The Kingdom of God is the unconditional gift to those who realize their total depravity. Christ 
paid the full price for our citizenship. Nothing was left for us to do, because we are incapable of 
doing anything to contribute to our redemption.  The Holy Spirit irresistibly draws the elect to 
Christ.  Through divine regeneration we can accept -- a response, not a condition -- Christ as our 
personal Lord and Savior.  Those who have been born again will persevere in faithful obedience 
and are eternally secure in Christ.  
  

God the Father elects; 
God the Son redeems; 

God the Holy Spirit regenerates and draws. 
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Now when the Gentiles heard this, they were glad and glorified the word of the Lord. And 
as many as had been appointed to eternal life believed.

    The context suggests that Jesus is talking about mourning over sin and evil.  The Greek word 
used here is the strongest word for mourning in the Greek language. It is defined as the kind of 
grief that visibly takes hold of a person. 
  

All sunshine makes a desert. 
Arab proverb 

  
    Sorrow does one of two things:  It either makes us bitter and resentful; or it makes us 
appreciate the kindness and support of friends and loved, as well as the comfort and compassion 
of our Heavenly Father. 
When things are going well, it is possible to become numb to problems of that drive others to 
despair.  I had a 
friend for whom most things in life had come easy.  She had enjoyed success in her career, love 
in her marriage, and, until recently, remarkably good health.  Now, in her 80s, she was dying of 
cancer.  On a visit, she said, hopefully: When I get well, I am going to have to do something for 
sick people!  I had no idea how awful it is to be sick. Until we face a crisis, we have no idea, 
either. 
  
    A good principle to live by is this:  It is always right to be detached from things; but it is never 
right to be detached from people. Christianity is about caring. This beatitude teaches us the 
blessedness of caring deeply, intensely, about the sufferings of others.  
  
    This beatitude always teaches us something about ourselves.  Blessed in the person who sees 
himself honestly and is sorry for his own sin. Step 4 of the AA 12-Step program is: 
  

Made a searching and fearless moral inventory of ourselves.  
  

    That's good advice for Christians, too. 
  
    Nevertheless I tell you the truth. It is to your advantage that I go away; for if I do not go 
away, the Helper will not come to you; but if I depart, I will send Him to you.  And when He 
has come, He will convict the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment:  of sin, 

because they do not believe in Me. . . 
John 16: 7-9 

  
    One of the best ways to know that the Holy Spirit is at work in your life is a sense of your own 
sinfulness. Sin-dead people do not seek the Savior because they are unaware of their condition.  
Only those who have been born again, realize their need.  
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    For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who 
are being saved it is the power of God. 

I Cor. 1: 18 
  

    The Cross forces us to see how terrible our sin is.  Anyone who can look upon the Cross and 
be unmoved is spiritually dead. 
    No one can experience the comfort of God's redemption without a keen awareness of his own 
sinfulness. The joy of forgiveness begins with the grief of our total depravity. 
  
    The meaning of this beatitude is this: 
  

Blessed is the one whose heart is broken for his own sin and the suffering of others, 
for in this sorrow he shall find the comfort of God. 

  
 
 
 

Gracious Lord, 
we thank Thee for opening our eyes to our own sinfulness 

and to the sufferings of others. 
Now so move us to address these so that we may truly feel Thy comfort. 

In Jesus' name we pray. 
Amen 
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The Power of Meek 
 

Blessed are the meek,  
For they shall inherit the earth.  

Matt. 5: 5 
  

It is one of the strange ironies of this strange life [that] those who work the hardest, who subject 
themselves to the strictest discipline, who give up certain pleasurable things in order to achieve a 

goal, are the happiest people.

    The word meek conjures up visions of Mr. Milktoast: a spineless, subservient, won't rock- the -
boat kind of person. That isn't what Jesus was describing. 
  

Meek is controlling one's temper   
  

Anger is never without a reason, but seldom with a good one. 
Ben Franklin 

  
    Oddly, the Greek work translated meek, is one of the strongest ethical words in the language: 
praus. According to Aristotle, meek is knowing when to be angry.  Until our temper is under 
control, we can never serve Christ effectively.  
    Is there a good reason to be angry? Of course there is!  But it is not when we are insulted or 
injured. However, we see others being hurt, demeaned or in anyway mistreated, it is Christian 
to get angry.  Such was the case when Jesus drove out the money-changers: 
  

Then Jesus went into the temple of God and drove out all those who bought and sold in 
the temple, and overturned the tables of the money changers and the seats of those who 

sold doves.  And He said to them, “ It is written, ‘My house shall be called a house of 
prayer,’ but you have made it a ‘den of thieves.’”  

Matt. 21: 12-13 
  

    Jesus was justly angry that people were being taken advantage of as they sought to worship 
God. 
Selfish anger is always a sin; but righteous anger can affect great changes for the good of all 
people. 
One lesson Jesus wants us to learn from this beatitude is this:  
  

How blessed in the person who gets angry at the right time, for the right reasons, and never at 
the wrong time for the wrong reasons. 
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 Meek is being disciplined 
  

 The fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge, but fools despise wisdom and 
discipline. 

Proverbs 1: 7 
  

Discipline is the soul of any army. It makes small numbers formidable, procures success to the 
weak, and esteem to all. 

George Washington 
  

    Praus had another meaning. It was the word used to describe athletes who has learned to 
accept conditioning for their sport.  
  
Strange new problems are being reported in the growing generations of children whose mothers 

were always there, driving them around, helping them with their homework – an  inability to 
endure pain or discipline or pursue any self-sustained goal of any sort, a devastating boredom 

with life. 
Betty Friedan 

  
    We might not have ever thought to describe Muhammad Ali as meek.  But in his prime, the 
Greeks would have!  He had brought all his natural talents and abilities under control, and was 
thoroughly conditioned for his sport.   
    Jesus is teaching us that we need to bring all our God-given talents and abilities under His 
control. The second lesson Jesus wants us to learn from this beatitude is this: 
  
How blessed in the person who has every impulse, every emotion, every fiber of his being, under 

Christ©s control. 
  

Meek is humility. 
  

 Something in human nature causes us to start slacking off at our moment of greatest 
accomplishment. As you become successful, you will need a great deal of self-discipline not to 

lose your sense of balance, humility and commitment. 
H. Ross Perot 

  
    Without humility, we cannot learn.  One who "knows it all," lacks both humility and the ability to 
learn.  He isn't much use to Jesus, either.  Until we come to grips with our total depravity, we will 
never experience the fruits of our re-birth as Christians. Until we comprehend at the deepest 
levels of our being that Christ has done it all for us, that there is no grounds whatsoever for us to 
take credit for our New Life, we lack the humility that will transform our lives from victims to 
victors.  Christian meekness is the first step to learning our place in God's eternal plan and 
experiencing His forgiveness.  The third lesson Jesus wants us to learn from this beatitude is this: 
  

How blessed is the person who is humble enough to know his ignorance, weakness, and need. 
  

The meek will win the world for Christ 
  

. . . they dragged Jason and some brethren to the rulers of the city, crying out, “ These who 
have turned the world upside down have come here too.

The question believers must ask is not how much 
should I give; but how much should I keep? A Christian who gives a tithe to the Lord is not free to 
use the rest as he pleases. Giving God a tenth and using the rest selfishly is not Christian 
stewardship. Giving God a tenth and using the rest to harm others is not Christian 
stewardship.  Money is power.  We can use it to build up or to destroy. We are responsible for 
how we use our money. Does the way we use our money draw us closer to God or drive Him out 
of our lives? Are we using our money to glorify ourselves or the Lord? 
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    Having money is no sin.  But it is a responsibility.  Having money does not make one person 
better than another.  But it does require that person to be more responsible for how he uses that 
which has been entrusted to him.

    A heart that is too hard to forgive will not be too hard to receive forgiveness. 
  
    Jesus was speaking in Aramaic.  The word He would have used is chesedh. This word 
describes the ability to get inside another and feel what he feels, think as he thinks, see things as 
he sees them.  If we aren't willing to get this close to another when they are hurting, it is unlikely 
that we will let others get close to us when we are hurting. 
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Feel with is not the same as projecting. 
  

    The closest English word to chesedh is probably sympathy.  Sympathy literally means to feel 
with. Too often we make the mistake of extending "mercy" at our point of need, instead of the 
point of need of the person who is hurting.   
 

 
  

Sympathy demands thought 
  

    Almost every congregation has folks who will bring food to a family in the time of grief or 
illness, whether that is what is needed or not.  Instead of being a help, the hurting family has to 
figure what to do with this unwanted, unneeded food, and how to get the dishes back to the 
givers.  Instead of alleviating the pain of the family, they add a burden to it.  This problem can be 
avoided if we only take the time to learn how to demonstrate mercy at the other person's point of 
need. 
  
    Jesus did not love everyone the same.  He loved as they needed to be loved.  He still does.  
So should we. 
  

How blissful is the person who can feel what others feel, love them as they need to be loved,  
for this is the kind of person who will be able to receive love when he needs it.

To me, who am less than the least of all the saints, this grace was given, that I should 

preach among the Gentiles the unsearchable riches of Christ,  and to make all see what is 
the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the ages has been hidden in 
God who created all things through Jesus Christ;  to the intent that now the manifold 

wisdom of God might be made known by the church to the principalities and powers in the 
heavenly places,  according to the eternal purpose which He accomplished in Christ Jesus 

our Lord,  in whom we have boldness and access with confidence through faith in Him. 
Eph. 3: 8-12 

  

 
  

    Some Christians seem to think that God is making things up as He goes.   
  
    The Rev. Desmond Tutu, archbishop and primate of Southern Africa, at the World Council of 
Churches leadership meeting, said, "After all," said Tutu, "God is not a Christian."  
    "God intended us to live in harmony with God, with one another, with the rest of God's 
creation," said Tutu in his address to the WCC. "God's dream was shattered by sin. The 
alienation just got worse, reaching a kind of climax in the scattering of the peoples in the story of 
the Tower of Babel when human community became impossible because humans could no 
longer communicate in a common language."  
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    According to this rationale, God is not sovereign.  Even if He did have an eternal purpose, He 
is not able to accomplish it.  Understanding Calvinist/Reformed theology is essential to 
understanding why this is not true:      
    *God IS sovereign. 
    *God DOES have an eternal plan. 
    *God CAN and WILL accomplish all that He has planned. 
     
    History does not come as a surprise to God, for He is the Lord of history, the Alpha and the 
Omega. Circumstances cannot thwart God's eternal purpose.  Human will cannot thwart God's 
eternal purpose. Satan cannot thwart God's eternal purpose. 
  

I. There is but one only living and true God, who is infinite in being and perfection, a most pure 
spirit, invisible, without body, parts, or passions, immutable, immense, eternal, incomprehensible, 

almighty, most wise, most holy, most free, most absolute, working all things according to the 
counsel of his own immutable and most righteous will, for his won glory, most loving, gracious, 

merciful, long-suffering, abundant in goodness and truth, forgiving iniquity, transgression, and sin; 
the rewarder of them that diligently seek him; and withal most just and terrible in his judgments; 

hating all sin; and who will by no means clear the guilty.  
 

II. God hath all life, glory, goodness, blessedness, in and of himself; and is alone in and unto 
himself all-sufficient, not standing in need of any creatures which he hath made, nor deriving any 
glory from them, but only manifesting his own glory in, by, unto, and upon them; he is the alone 

foundation of all being, of whom, through whom, and to whom, are all things; and hath most 
sovereign dominion over them, to do by them, for them, or upon them, whatsoever himself 

pleaseth. In his sight all things are open and manifest; his knowledge is infinite, infallible, and 
independent upon the creature; so as nothing is to him contingent or uncertain. He is most holy in 

all his counsels, in all his works, and in all his commands. To him is due from angels and men, 
and every other creature, whatsoever worship, service, or obedience he is pleased to require of 

them.  
 

III. In the unity of the Godhead there be three Persons of one substance, power, and eternity: 
God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Ghost. The Father is of none, neither begotten 
nor proceeding; the Son is eternal begotten of the Father; the Holy Ghost eternally proceeding 

from the Father and the Son.

the eternal purpose  

  
    God has always had but one eternal purpose. There has never been a moment when 
God was at a loss for what to do next.  Jesus Christ is central to the eternal purpose . Jesus is 
not just another holy man who offered moral guidance to humanity.  He is God.  Always has 
been.  Always will be. 
  

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  He 
was in the beginning with God.  All things were made through Him, and without Him 

nothing was made that was made.  
John 1: 1-3 

  
    Can you imagine how insulting it is to God to even suggest that there are other ways to 
salvation than Christ? 
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Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus:  
 Who, being in very nature God,  

      did not consider equality with God something to be grasped,  
 but made himself nothing,  

      taking the very nature of a servant,  
      being made in human likeness.  

 And being found in appearance as a man,  
      he humbled himself  

      and became obedient to death—  
         even death on a cross!  

 Therefore God exalted him to the highest place  
      and gave him the name that is above every name,  

 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow,  
      in heaven and on earth and under the earth,

    In order to accomplish God's eternal purpose, God the Son, Jesus, humbled Himself and 
became a man. 

  
    He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation. For by him all things 

were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or 
powers or rulers or authorities; all things were created by him and for him. He is before all 
things, and in him all things hold together. And he is the head of the body, the church; he 

is the beginning and the firstborn from among the dead, so that in everything he might 
have the supremacy. For God was pleased to have all his fullness dwell in him, 20and 

through him to reconcile to himself all things, whether things on earth or things in heaven, 
by making peace through his blood, shed on the cross.  

Col. 1: 15-19 
  

    It was God's eternal purpose, that the Son pay the full price for the sins of the elect.  Jesus 
did not make salvation possible for all, and then leave the choice to human "free will." 
  
    On the night He was betrayed, Jesus prayed: 
  
 1After Jesus said this, he looked toward heaven and prayed: "Father, the time has come. 

Glorify your Son, that your Son may glorify you. For you granted him authority over all 
people that he might give eternal life to all those you have given him. Now this is eternal 
life: that they may know you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom you have sent. I 

have brought you glory on earth by completing the work you gave me to do. And now, 
Father, glorify me in your presence with the glory I had with you before the world began. " I 

have revealed you to those whom you gave me out of the world. They were yours; you 
gave them to me and they have obeyed your word. Now they know that everything you 

have given me comes from you. For I gave them the words you gave me and they accepted 
them. They knew with certainty that I came from you, and they believed that you sent me. I 
pray for them. I am not praying for the world, but for those you have given me, for they are 

yours. 
John 17: 1-9 

  
    Jesus did not fail.  He accomplished His work.  He did His part in the eternal purpose.  
    It is insulting to God to suggest that His eternal purpose cannot be accomplished without us. 
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Not only that, but Rebekah's children had one and the same father, our father Isaac. Yet, 
before the twins were born or had done anything good or bad—in order that God©s 

purpose in election might stand: not by works but by him who calls—she was told, "The 
older will serve the younger."  Just as it is written: " Jacob I loved, but Esau I hated."   

Rom. 9: 10-13 
  

    Those who do not understand TULIP do not understand God's eternal purpose.  There is no 
other Biblical, logical explanation for how totally depraved sinners persevere to eternal life than 
God's unconditional election, Christ's limited atonement, and the Holy Spirit's irresistible grace. 
  
    Let's put this all in perspective:  The Triune God has an eternal purpose. God the Son 
becomes a man through the miracle of the Incarnation in order to redeem His people.  Jesus the 
man spends 30 years getting ready for His ministry.  He is tempted by Satan. He chooses His first 
12 disciples.  Then He takes them into the hills where He gives them an orientation into what His 
earthly ministry is all about.  This orientation is what we call The Sermon on the Mount.  In it, 
Jesus teaches us how to live according to the eternal purpose. 
  
And we know that all things work together for good to those who love God, to those who 
are the called according to His purpose.  For whom He foreknew, He also predestined to 

be conformed to the image of His Son, that He might be the firstborn among many 
brethren.  Moreover whom He predestined, these He also called; whom He called, these He 

also justified; and whom He justified, these He also glorified. 
Rom. 8: 28-30 

  
    After His work on earth was accomplished, the eternal Christ returned to Heaven and sent God 
the Holy Spirit to us so that we could live according to the eternal purpose. God never 
promised to make everything all right for everyone.  But He did promise that all things work 
together for good to those who love God, to those who are the called according to His 
purpose.   If we want to see God's eternal purpose, we are going to need pure hearts. 
  

Blessed are the pure in heart,  
For they shall see God.  

  
    Jesus continues the orientation for His disciples by teaching them -- and us -- that a pure heart 
is the key to seeing God.  The Greek word for pure is katharos.  It has several connotations, all of 
which are helpful in understanding what Jesus meant. 
    Katharos means clean.  In the parable of the Prodigal Son, the elder brother says the prodigal 
wasted the family's money on prostitutes (Lk. 16: 30).  Nowhere in the parable does it say that.  
The elder brother had a dirty mind. People with dirty minds won't be seeing God or enjoying 
fellowship Him. 
       Katharos refers to grain which has been sifted and all chaff removed. It also describes a 
community which has been purged of all malcontents. 
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The right to be heard does not automatically include the right to be taken seriously. 
Hubert Humphrey 

 
        Katharos also describes something free from contaminates, something homogenous, 
unalloyed, united in purpose. 
  

 
  
    The Church is not meant to be all things to all people. It exists to serve God's eternal purpose. 
Any diversity that pollutes that purpose will undermine the peace, unity and purity of the Body. 
  
    This Beatitude is a warning:  If we want to be God's people, we must keep our hearts pure, 
otherwise we won't see His eternal purpose for us. 
  
For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of 

God, not of works, lest anyone should boast.  For we are His workmanship, created in 
Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand that we should walk in 

them. 
Eph. 2: 8-10

    Jesus says, How blessed is the one who makes peace; not the one who loves peace. A few 
years back, at a Women's Church Circle meeting, a mother of a minister boasted that her son 
was a peace maker, unlike another lady's son who was in the Army.  The minister may or may 
not have been a peace maker.  I don't know.  But I do know that the man who served in the Army 
spent a career trying to bring peace to this world of ours. 
    Peace lovers can actually contribute to making things worse, not better.  There was a peace 
movement in this country before World War II; their goal was to keep America out of the 
"European Conflict."  If they had succeeded, I believe the world would be a much worse place. 
    There are those within the Church who seek unity are any cost.  They would compromise 
beliefs in order to avoid conflicts which might create a schism.  They have a misguided 
understanding of peace. By not standing up for what is right and true now, they create even 
greater problems in the future. 
    No where in Scripture are we told that just loving peace is enough.  Christ says the blessing 
comes when we face potentially divisive issues and deal with them.  What this Beatitude requires 
is not passive acceptance because we are afraid of the conflict, but an acceptance of our 
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responsibility as Christ's disciples to do all we can to make each problem situation better.  
Sometimes we have to fight for peace.  
  

For they shall be called sons of God 
  

    The Hebrew language is not rich in adjectives.  When they wanted to make a descriptive 
phrase, they would say someone was a son of _____. 
  

James the son of Zebedee and John the brother of James, to whom He gave the name 
Boanerges, that is, ªSons of Thunderº ; 

Mark 3: 17 
  

    When we are actively working for the highest good of others, we are doing God's work.   
  
And we know that all things work together for good to those who love God, to those who 

are the called according to His purpose. 
Rom. 8: 28 

  
    The key here is understanding His purpose.  We only make things worse when we seek 
peace on our terms.  The Church gets into trouble when it practices the theology of 
accommodation instead of obeying God's Word in Scripture. 
  
    There is no higher calling than to be a peace maker in our own relationships.  As I see it, we 
have four main relationships: 
    1. We have a relationship with ourselves.  As Christians, we have two natures at war with each 
other. 
  

For those who live according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but 
those who live according to the Spirit, the things of the Spirit. For to be carnally minded is 

death, but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.  
Rom. 8: 5-6 

  
    The only way we will have peace in our own hearts and minds is to live for Christ and not for 
self. 
  
    2. We have a relationship with the significant others in our lives.  At times, it is much easier to 
be Christ's disciple with strangers than it is with our family, friends, and colleagues at work.  But it 
is in precisely those relationships that Christ calls His disciples to be peace makers. 
  
    3.  We have a relationship with the society in which we live.  We will know no peace if we are at 
war with the world in which we live.  As Christ's disciples, we are called to love the world in which 
we find ourselves enough to work hard to make it a better place for all to live. 
  
    4. We have a relationship with God.  A friend sent me some cute one-liners.  My favorite was:  
Many folks want to serve God, but only as advisors. God doesn't need advisors.  
  
For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of 

God,  not of works, lest anyone should boast.  For we are His workmanship, created in 
Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand that we should walk in 

them. 
Eph. 2: 8-10 

  
    God created each of us for His purpose.  We won't find any peace until we are actively 
engaged in doing the good works for which we were created. 
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Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; 
behold, all things have become new.  Now all things are of God, who has reconciled us to 
Himself through Jesus Christ, and has given us the ministry of reconciliation,  that is, that 
God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not imputing their trespasses to them, 

and has committed to us the word of reconciliation.  
Now then, we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God were pleading through us: we 

implore you on Christ's behalf, be reconciled to God.

falsely for My sake.  Rejoice and be exceedingly glad, for great is your reward in heaven, 

for so they persecuted the prophets who were before you. 
Matt. 5: 10-12 

  
As a senior citizen was driving down the freeway, his car phone rang. 
Answering, he heard his wife's voice urgently warning him, "Herman, I 

just heard on the news that there's a car going the wrong way on 
Interstate 77. Please be careful!" 

"Heck," said Herman, "It's not just one car. It's hundreds of them!" 
  

    With all the turmoil in mainline denominations today, many of us are feeling persecuted.  When 
I came under care of presbytery, my pastor gave the charge to me:  Jim, when you feel 
persecuted for your faith, and you will, keep in mind that there were three men crucified on Good 
Friday, and two of them deserved it.  Consider your odds. 
  
    There is no honor to persecution unless it is for Christ's sake.  Any time a Christian is feeling 
that everyone else is going the wrong way, it is time to consider the odds and make sure we are 
being faithful  and obedient to Jesus. 

  
    In His orientation, Jesus makes it clear to His disciples that being a Christian would be very 
costly.  
  
    Today, we have TV preachers telling people that faith will make them rich; improve their 
marriages; get them promoted; make them happy. These preachers have never read the 
Beatitudes. 
  
    "Christianity" has become so much a part of our culture that we tend to forget what following 
Jesus cost First Century Christians.  Virtually every aspect of their lives was affected. 
    1. Work.  There was hardly any business a Christian might have that did not bring a conflict of 
loyalties.  If a man was a carpenter, would he help build a pagan temple?  If he were a tailor, 
would he make robes for pagan priests? 
    A man came to Tertullian, seeking advice: What can I do?  I must live! 
    Must you? replied Tertullian. 
    In the First Century, when the choice came between loyalty to Christ and making a living, they 
understood what it meant to put Christ first. 
  
    None of us has probably been asked to build a pagan temple; but we may have been expected 
to go along with something unethical.  We may have been expected to laugh when someone was 
belittled. We may have been expected to look the other way when colleagues did things we knew 
were not right. If we are practicing our Christian faith correctly, it will cost us in the workplace, too.  
  
    2. Social life. There was a good reason the Bible talks so much about food offered to idols.   
  

You are to abstain from food sacrificed to idols, from blood, from the meat of strangled 
animals and from sexual immorality. You will do well to avoid these things. Farewell. 

Acts 15: 29 
  
But not everyone knows this. Some people are still so accustomed to idols that when they 

eat such food they think of it as having been sacrificed to an idol, and since their 
conscience is weak, it is defiled. 

I Cor. 8: 7 
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Nevertheless, I have a few things against you: You have people there who hold to the 

teaching of Balaam, who taught Balak to entice the Israelites to sin by eating food 
sacrificed to idols and by committing sexual immorality. 

Rev. 2: 14 
  
    Christians were constantly being invited to dinners at the various pagan temples. Would it be 
proper to enjoy a meal with friends, if the meal was in honor of a pagan god? First Century 
Christians knew it would not be proper to attend any social function where Jesus Himself would 
not be welcome. 
  
     Be honest: have you ever attended a social function where Jesus would not have been 
welcome, where you would have been comfortable if Jesus was there? What did you do?  If we 
are practicing our Christian faith correctly, it will affect how we socialize, too. 
  
    3.  Family.  Christianity was a very divisive thing in First Century families.   

  
He who loves father or mother more than Me is not worthy of Me. And he who loves son or 

daughter more than Me is not worthy of Me. 
Matt. 10: 37 

  
Then Peter began to say to Him, ªSee, we have left all and followed You.º   

So Jesus answered and said, ªAssuredly, I say to you, there is no one who has left house 
or brothers or sisters or father or mother or wife or children or lands, for My sake and the 
gospel's,  who shall not receive a hundredfold now in this timeÐ houses and brothers and 
sisters and mothers and children and lands, with persecutionsÐ and in the age to come, 

eternal life. 
Mark 10: 28-30 

  
    Often the Christian had to decide which was more important to him: Jesus or his family. 
    Today, the Church is central to our family values. Yet, even today, Christians must make some 
difficult decisions: Do you let your child play sports instead of attending worship and Sunday 
School?  Do you have a family day at the lake instead of going to church? Is family a higher 
priority than Jesus? 
  
      Weaker members of our own families will not understand the importance of keeping Jesus as 
our first priority. ("Can't I go?  All the other kids' parents are letting them!" "Give me a break, 
honey; none of the other wives nag their husbands about playing golf on Sunday!") If we are 
practicing our Christian faith correctly, it will change our families, too. 
  

Christians are like tea bags: you don't know what flavor they are until they are in hot water. 
  

    It is only when we come to a situation which requires us to make a costly choice that we 
demonstrate where our true loyalties are.  Jesus never offered His disciples convenient 
Christianity. 
    Just because we live in a country where we are free to practice our religion without overt 
persecution doesn't mean that loyalty to Jesus will not still be costly.  
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The Theology of Accommodation 

  

 
  

    Many in the Church today have made inclusiveness a higher priority than faithfulness to 
Jesus.  We relax our standards in order to accommodate more people.  Even those who would 
offer apostate denominations a bold, new design won't take a stand on an issue as important as 
for whom Jesus died for fear of alienating someone. 
  
    If we are practicing our Christian faith correctly, we will suffer persecution.  People won't be 
pleased with us when we say that loyalty to Jesus is more important than our jobs, our social life, 
our families, our sex lives, the unity of their denomination, or the real estate where the 
congregation worships.  Christians must be the conscience of society.  We can't do that if we 
continually make exceptions for our friends. If Jesus is our first priority, we must reject the 
theology of accommodation. 
     
    Jesus told His disciples that following Him would change their lives.  Has it changed yours? If 
you were arrested for being a Christian, would there be enough evidence to convict you?  
Christianity must be more than a warm, fuzzy feeling; more than being for and against the right 
things.  (An apostate denomination that ordains homosexuals and an apostate denomination that 
does not, are both still apostate!)  
  
I charge you therefore before God and the Lord Jesus Christ, who will judge the living and 
the dead at His appearing and His kingdom:  Preach the word! Be ready in season and out 
of season. Convince, rebuke, exhort, with all longsuffering and teaching.  For the time will 

come when they will not endure sound doctrine, but according to their own desires, 
because they have itching ears, they will heap up for themselves teachers;  and they will 
turn their ears away from the truth, and be turned aside to fables.  But you be watchful in 

all things, endure afflictions, do the work of an evangelist, fulfill your ministry. 
II Tim. 4: 1-5 
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The authority of the holy Scripture, for which it ought to be believed and obeyed, dependeth not 
upon the testimony of any man or Church, but wholly upon God (who is truth itself), the Author 

thereof; and therefore it is to be received, because it is the Word of God.  

We may be moved and induced by the testimony of the Church to an high and reverent esteem of 
the holy Scripture; and the heavenliness of the matter, the efficacy of the doctrine, the majesty of 
the style, the consent of all the parts, the scope of the whole (which is to give all glory to God),

witness by and with the Word in our hearts.  

The whole counsel of God, concerning all things necessary for his own glory, man's salvation, 
faith, and life, is either expressly set down in Scripture, or by good and necessary consequence 
may be deduced from Scripture: unto which nothing at any time is to be added, whether by new 

revelations of the Spirit, or traditions of men.

    I can assure you, the day of church members with itching ears has come!

Did Christ pay the price for our sins on the Cross (Limited Atonement) or is the idea of 
atonement out of date, as some liberals suggest? 

Is God sovereign (Irresistible Grace), or can His will be denied by ours? 
Are we eternally secure in Christ (Perseverance of the Saints), or can we be snatched from 

Christ's hand? 
Do we want a Church that is faithful to God's Word or one that accommodates the members, thus 

making them indifferent to true faith? 
Do we want members who not only believe the Bible but actually understand what it is teaching? 

   Making Jesus our first priority is being obedient to our Lord and Savior in all aspects of life.  
Holy living is living differently than we used to live.  Holy living is separating ourselves from the 
world and devoting ourselves to Jesus.  Christianity isn't something we do on Sunday and ignore 
the rest of the week. 
    *Our first loyalty in the workplace must be to Jesus. 
    *Our first loyalty in our families must be to Jesus. 
    *Our first loyalty in the world must be to Jesus. 
  
    If we are practicing our Christian faith correctly, it will be costly.

Apocalypse Now 

 If I told you that the most conservative evangelical on the PUP [Peace, Unity and Purity] Task 
force celebrated the decision of Milwaukee Presbytery to ordain a self avowed practicing lesbian 

you would be tempted to call me a liar. 

On Saturday March 11 I attended the meeting of Blackhawk Presbytery held at First Presbyterian 
Church in Marengo, Illinois. I was there as a guest in order to be with a friend whose new call was 

to be approved by Blackhawk Presbytery during the meeting.   

The members of Blackhawk Presbytery are a friendly and hospitable group.  I enjoyed my day of 
fellowship with them. The meeting was preceded by a 90 minute prayer service. More 

presbyteries ought to replicate this spiritual discipline.  

During the meeting Mark Achtemeier, considered by many to be the most conservative and 
evangelical scholar on the PUP task force, gave a 1 hour sales pitch for the PUP report.  His 

report was followed by a 30 minute “Q and A” dialogue with the commissioners.  
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During his comments Mark affirmed two statements which I have heard frequently from other 
members of the PUP Task force: 

That the PUP Report neither advocates nor permits "local option;”   

·  That under the PUP Report presbyteries will not have permission to ignore the ordination 
standards stated in G.-6.0106b.       

Up to this point I was cautiously encouraged by Mark Achtemeier’s report.  

Then he dropped a bomb! 

Mark began to tell the story about how Milwaukee Presbytery had recently approved for 
ordination a self-avowed practicing lesbian.  Not only did Mark tell the story, but he rejoiced in 

how Milwaukee Presbytery used our polity and process to approve her ordination.  

I was stunned! 

In spite of the fact that the woman violated the standards for ordination, as set forth in section G-
6.0106b of the Book of Order, Mark Achtemeier rejoiced in how Milwaukee Presbytery made this 
decision.  Apparently, according to Mark, the woman had such an irresistible and winsome spirit 

that Milwaukee Presbytery, including some conservatives, voted overwhelmingly for her 
ordination.  

Mark Achtemeier thought this was great!   

I was stunned and so were a number of other commissioners who spoke to me after the meeting 
of Blackhawk Presbytery.   

Several commissioners asked me, "How could Mark Achtemeier support the defiance of our Book 
of Order?"  

According to Mark Achtemeier this is how our process will work when the PUP Report is 
approved by General Assembly.  He enthusiastically and unequivocally supports this change!  

In defending the process used and the decision reached by Milwaukee Presbytery, Mark 
Achtemeier described the candidate©s lesbianism as a simple scruple.  Furthermore, he affirmed 

the presbytery©s right to accept her lesbianism as a scruple.  

In light of the biblical mandate and the historic affirmation of the church, how can anyone lightly 
dismiss as a simple scruple her rejection of God©s instruction that we are to live either in chastity 

or in fidelity within the covenant of marriage between one man and one woman? 

Since I was a guest at the meeting of Blackhawk Presbytery, I did not feel it would have been 
right for me to ask Mark Achtemeier any questions from the floor.  Furthermore, since he left the 

meeting before I could speak to him, I need to ask him these questions: 

 

·  If I reject the Lordship of Jesus, is this a scruple or a heresy?  
·  If I reject the authority of scripture, is this a scruple or heresy?  
·  If I reject Chapter 8 of the Book of Order, is this a scruple or a heresy?  
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·  If I reject the ordination of women, is this a scruple or heresy?  
·  If I affirm pedophilia and rape, is this a scruple or heresy?  
·  If I affirm segregation, as several southern states did under the guise of states rights 

(which parallels the PUP Report’s advocacy for presbytery rights), is this a scruple or 
heresy?  

Or, stated more simply, what is the boundary between a scruple and a heresy? 

Advocating, establishing, and  standardizing a process which permits and celebrates the right of 
any governing body to ignore our constitution, our confessions, and God’s Word will destroy not 

only our connectional and covenantal relationship, but it will destroy the PC(USA)! 

Mark Achtemeier’s presentation at Blackhawk Presbytery made absolutely clear to me that the 
PUP Report will not unite us in peace and purity. 

Instead of bring peace, unity, AND purity the PUP Report, if approved, will bring the exact 
opposite upon our church.  The PUP Report will not bring: 

·  Peace, because it will bring upon us the judgment and wrath of God;  
·  Unity, because it will launch the PC(USA) into schism;  
·  Purity, because it will allow for the approval of behavior which is disobedient to God’s call for 

us to live holy lives.  

I am stunned, and so were many other commissioners who spoke to me after the meeting of 
Blackhawk Presbytery, by Mark Achtemeier's support for the PUP Report.  One commissioner 

said to me, “His mother must be rolling in her grave!” 

For the PC (USA) approval of the PUP Report will only bring us closer to the Apocalypse! 

Is this what we want?

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into the world.  And for their sakes I sanctify Myself, that they also may be sanctified by 
the truth.

    We are in the world to preserve, promote and exhibit God's standards.  We are sanctified as 
we do. We do not have the right nor the authority to change God's standards, to re-interpret them 
to accommodate our friends or culture, or to re-image God so that He no longer resembles 
Himself, rather He becomes the image of the prevailing cultural standards. 
    If we are to be the salt of the earth, we need to change our culture.  We must not allow our 
culture to change us.

The First Presbyterian Church in Yorktown, NY, was the host of a "Universal Worship Service" in 
which the participants offered prayers to a smorgasbord of gods -- including those who, "whether 
known or unknown to the world, have held aloft the light of truth through the darkness of human 

ignorance." The service, which the Presbytery of Hudson River promoted by e-mail to its 
ministers, included readings from Islam, Buddhism, Zoroastrianism, the tradition of the "Divine 

Female," Native Peoples and Judaism.  

Apparently, a new pastor was called to the church who announced on his very first Sunday that 
only two Christian services a year would be held from now on (viz., Christmas and Easter).  He 
planned to lead "worship" like an imam on Ramadan, rabbi on Hanukkah, and so on; enabling 

Buddhist meditations on off Sundays. 
 

MINNEAPOLIS – To the tribal rhythms of bongo drums, about 200 women – plus a "few good 
men," as they called them – swayed slowly into the room for the opening worship of the 10th 

anniversary (and final) Re-Imaginined god Gathering.  
They came on this cloudless day, June 19, to praise water, tell their stories and be reminded that, 

as women, they have creative license to change entirely what has been an orthodox 
understanding of the Christian faith. After all, they say they believe the Bible is a product of a 

patriarchal mindset that oppressed women.  
"We don©t need folks hanging on crosses and blood dripping and weird stuff."  

 
PHILADELPHIA – When arguing for church acceptance of homosexuality, most advocates talk 

about monogamy. But others are bolder. 
"I am a strong ally of those in healthy, polyamorous relationships," declared Debra Kolodny. She 

argued that having multiple sexual partners can be "holy." Kolodyn was leading a workshop at the 
WOW (Witness Our Welcome) 2003 convention, an ecumenical gathering for "sexually and 

gender inclusive Christians."  

 

       H. Richard Niebuhr identifies liberal theology under the Christ of Culture label and sees 
liberals as accommodating Christianity to the prevailing culture.  In Niebuhr's view, Christianity 
and culture are neither in tension, nor opposed to each other. 

 
       "Liberals are open to the truth of other religions," said Donald E. Miller in The Westminster 
Dictionary of Christian Theology, Westminster Press, 1983. "Christianity is not viewed as the only 
expression of man©s search for God or of God©s revelation to man. . . Liberals tend to assume a 
broadly ecumenical attitude." 
 
       Whenever we see people compromising God's standards to accommodate someone with a 
winsome spirit or a kindly demeanor, we see that the Nicolaitans are still at work in the Church 
today. 
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"The plain man in the church has difficulty understanding the nature of the struggle. He does not 
yet appreciate the real gravity of the issue. He does not see that it makes very little difference 

how much or how little of the creeds of the church the modernist preacher affirms, or how much 
or how little of the biblical teaching from which the creeds are derived. This modernist might affirm 
every jot and tittle of the Westminster Confession, for example, and yet be separated by a great 
gulf from the reformed faith. It is not that part is denied and the rest is affirmed, but all is denied 

because all is affirmed merely as useful or as symbolic, but not as true. A thing that is useful may 
be useful for some and not for others, but a thing that is true remains true for all people and 

beyond the end of time."

    There had to be the Law before the Gospel. People had to learn the difference between right 
and wrong.  They had to come to the realization of their own total depravity -- total inability to live 
up to their own ideals, much less the righteous demands of our Holy God.  Before we can hear 
the Good News of redemption, we have to come to grips with our basic sinfulness, unworthiness, 
and inadequacy. 
  

What is the Law? 
  

    Simply put, it is the expression of God's holy character. The Law is eternal because God is 
eternal. 
  
 If you really fulfill the royal law according to the Scripture, ª You shall love your neighbor 
as yourself,º  you do well;  but if you show partiality, you commit sin, and are convicted by 
the law as transgressors.  For whoever shall keep the whole law, and yet stumble in one 
point, he is guilty of all.  For He who said, ªDo not commit adultery,º  also said, ªDo not 

murder.º  Now if you do not commit adultery, but you do murder, you have become a 
transgressor of the law. 

James 2: 8-11 
  

    God's Law is a gift to the human race. 
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Therefore the law is holy, and the commandment holy and just and good. 
Rom. 7: 12 

  
    God created all that is to operate in harmony with His holy character, His Law.  A friend of mine 
who works in the "hard-hat" world tells his men to always wear their hard-hats because, Gravity is 
not a suggestion: it is the law!  When God's Law is understood correctly, it facilitates our joy; it 
does not restrict it. 
  

This Book of the Law shall not depart from your mouth, but you shall meditate in it day 
and night, that you may observe to do according to all that is written in it. For then you will 
make your way prosperous, and then you will have good success.  Have I not commanded

    Understanding and applying God's Law requires study and discipline.  
  

All things in Scripture are not alike plain in themselves, nor alike clear unto all; yet those things 
which are necessary to be known, believed, and observed, for salvation, are so clearly 

propounded and opened in some place of Scripture or other, that not only the learned, but the 
unlearned, in a due use of the ordinary means, may attain unto a sufficient understanding of 

them.

    God revealed His Law to Adam and Eve in the form of general responsibilities as His image-
bearers. 
  

So God created man in His own image; in the image of God He created him; male and 
female He created them.  Then God blessed them, and God said to them, ªBe fruitful and 

multiply; fill the earth and subdue it; have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds 
of the air, and over every living thing that moves on the earth.º   

And God said, ªSee, I have given you every herb that yields seed which is on the face of all 
the earth, and every tree whose fruit yields seed; to you it shall be for food.  Also, to every 

beast of the earth, to every bird of the air, and to everything that creeps on the earth, in 
which there is life, I have given every green herb for foodº ; and it was so.

    God also set limits for their own good.

    In subsequent generations, God revealed His Law in ways which were appropriate for their 
circumstances. Moses is called the Law giver because God's Law was codified by him for the first 
time. 

 
Do not think that I came to destroy the Law or the Prophets. I did not come to destroy but 

to fulfill. 
    Jesus Christ was the ultimate fulfillment of God's Law because He revealed to us perfectly 
God's moral, holy character. 
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How does Biblical Law apply today? 
  

    Many seek to dismiss Mosaic Law because they do not understand it.  There are three 
aspects: 
    1. Moral Law; 
    2. ceremonial law; 
    3. civil law. 
  
    These categories overlap in many ways.  This distinction is meant for clarification. 
  
    The Ten Commandments are the expression of God's moral principles.  They are applicable in 
all times for all people.  The ceremonial regulations were designed for the tabernacle and temple; 
the moral aspects of these regulations are beneficial to us, but the specific applications were for 
another time and place.  Likewise, the civil statutes were meant to government the political state 
of Israel, not to be a blueprint for all governments everywhere.  Again, moral principles can and 
should be deduced, but rigid application is a misuse of the intent.   
  

But Christ came as High Priest of the good things to come, with the greater and more 
perfect tabernacle not made with hands, that is, not of this creation.  Not with the blood of 

goats and calves, but with His own blood He entered the Most Holy Place once for all, 
having obtained eternal redemption.  For if the blood of bulls and goats and the ashes of a 

heifer, sprinkling the unclean, sanctifies for the purifying of the flesh,  how much more 
shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without spot to 
God, cleanse your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?  And for this 

reason He is the Mediator of the new covenant, by means of death, for the redemption of 
the transgressions under the first covenant, that those who are called may receive the 

promise of the eternal inheritance. 
Heb. 9: 11-15 

  
    Jesus Christ has fulfilled all the ceremonial and civil regulations of the Mosaic law.  Since the 
purpose of the ceremonial regulations was to bring believers into God's presence, and the 
purpose of the civil regulations was to secure God's promised inheritance, they are fulfilled once 
for all time in Christ. 
  
     There is therefore now no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus, who do not 
walk according to the flesh, but according to the Spirit.  For the law of the Spirit of life in 
Christ Jesus has made me free from the law of sin and death.  For what the law could not 
do in that it was weak through the flesh, God did by sending His own Son in the likeness 

of sinful flesh, on account of sin: He condemned sin in the flesh,  that the righteous 
requirement of the law might be fulfilled in us who do not walk according to the flesh but 
according to the Spirit.  For those who live according to the flesh set their minds on the 

things of the flesh, but those who live according to the Spirit, the things of the Spirit.  For 
to be carnally minded is death, but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. Because the 
carnal mind is enmity against God; for it is not subject to the law of God, nor indeed can 

be.  So then, those who are in the flesh cannot please God. 
Rom. 8: 1-8 

  
    There is therefore now no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus; we are 
eternally secure.  How shall we then live?  Shall we continue to satisfy the desires of our old, 
sinful natures, or strive to glorify Christ in all we say, think and do?   
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O Lord of all good life, purify our lives. 
Teach us Thy Law, that we may understand Thy character.

Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no other name under heaven given among 
men by which we must be saved.

I. Although hypocrites, and other unregenerate men, may vainly deceive themselves with false 

hopes and carnal presumptions: of being in the favor of God and estate of salvation; which hope 
of theirs shall perish: yet such as truly believe in the Lord Jesus, and love him in sincerity, 

endeavoring to walk in all good conscience before him, may in this life be certainly assured that

hand was restored as whole as the other. 
Mark 3: 5 

  
Now the Passover of the Jews was at hand, and Jesus went up to Jerusalem.  And He 

found in the temple those who sold oxen and sheep and doves, and the money changers 
doing business.  When He had made a whip of cords, He drove them all out of the temple, 

with the sheep and the oxen, and poured out the changers'  money and overturned the 
tables.  And He said to those who sold doves, ªTake these things away! Do not make My 

Father's house a house of merchandise!º   Then His disciples remembered that it was 
written, ªZeal for Your house has eaten Me up.º

    Selfless anger which is disciplined in the service of Christ is one of the great dynamics for 
making the world a better place. 
  

ªBe angry, and do not sinº : do not let the sun go down on your wrath. . . 
Eph. 4: 26 

  
    If we understand sin to be anything which harms a relationship, either with God or others, and 
we do not let our emotions consume us by harboring them, then anger can be productive.  But 
that is not the kind of anger Jesus was talking about in Matthew 5. 
  

But I tell you that anyone who is angry with his brother will be subject to judgment.  
  
    In Greek, there are two words for anger: thumos, which describes a fit which arises quickly and 
dies the same way; and orge, which is a seething anger.  It is this latter form which Jesus is 
condemning here. Elsewhere in the Bible, this form of anger is also condemned. 
  

But now you yourselves are to put off all these: anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy 
language out of your mouth. 

Col. 3: 8 
  

. . . for man©s anger does not bring about the righteous life that God desires. 
James 1: 20 

  
    The Bible condemns anger which broods; anger which seeks revenge, instead of 
reconciliation.  This kind of anger is subject to judgment: by local elders. 

  
Again, anyone who says to his brother, ©Raca,© is answerable to the Sanhedrin. 
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    There is a worse form of anger, one which stoops to insults. To call a brother raca is 
tantamount to calling him a brainless idiot.  It is the word one arrogantly uses to show his 
contempt and disrespect for another. 
    This sin deserves a worse judgment: the supreme court of the land.  Seething anger is bad, but 
anger that manifests itself in contempt is worse. 
  

But anyone who says, 'You fool!' will be in danger of the fire of hell. 
  

    Jesus says the worst kind of anger is the kind that results in a person calling his brother 
moros.  Here it is translated fool, but it carries a much heavier meaning.  It is the word which 
describes a person of immoral character.  To call a person moros was not to cast aspersions on 
his mental ability, but on his moral character.  The worst thing we can allow anger to do is destroy 
a brother's reputation and take away his good name.  Those who gossip and tell tales which 
demean another's reputation are deserving of the worst punishment. Such a person deserves not 
civil judgment but the judgment of hell. 
  
    What Jesus is teaching us is that our inner feelings and motivations are just as important as 
our outward actions. Seething anger is bad; speaking with contempt is worse; destroying 
another's good name is worst of all. 
 
     Anger is often more harmful than the thing which caused it. When Leonardo da Vinci was 
working on his painting The Last Supper, he became angry with a certain man.  Losing his 
temper he lashed out at the fellow with bitter words and threats. Returning to his canvas, he 
attempted to work on the face of Christ, but was unable to do so.  He as so upset he could not 
compose himself for the painstaking work.  Finally, he put away his tools and sought out the man 
who had angered him, and asked for his forgiveness.  The man accepted Leonardo’s apology 
and the artist was able to return to his workshop and finish painting the face of Jesus. 
 
     Please don’t let anger hide the face of Jesus from you.

    Not everything that entraps us is obviously evil.  Besides sexual desires, greedy ambitions, 
malicious endeavors, there are many seemingly constructive ways we can become entrapped. 
        *A person can work so hard that he neglects his health and entraps himself.  
        *A person can be so consumed with "helping others" that he neglects his family and entraps 
himself;  
        *A person can devote so much time to the study of deep thoughts that he cuts himself off 
from the world and entraps himself. 
  
    Whenever our agenda takes control, we are entrapped. 
  
 I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the 
life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave 

Himself for me.

    No group has ever dealt more effectively with its entrapment than Alcoholics Anonymous.  
Their 12-step program can serve as a model for all entrapments. 
  

The 12 Suggested Steps of Alcoholics Anonymous 

1. We admitted we were powerless over alcohol--that our lives had become unmanageable.  
2. Came to believe that a Power greater than ourselves could restore us to sanity.  
3. Made a decision to turn our will and our lives over to the care of God as we understood 

Him.  
4. Made a searching and fearless moral inventory of ourselves.  
5. Admitted to God, to ourselves and to another human being the exact nature of our 

wrongs.  
6. Were entirely ready to have God remove all these defects of character.  
7. Humbly asked Him to remove our shortcomings.  
8. Made a list of all persons we had harmed, and became willing to make amends to them 

all.  
9. Made direct amends to such people wherever possible, except when to do so would 

injure them or others.  
10. Continued to take personal inventory and when we were wrong promptly admitted it.  
11. Sought through prayer and meditation to improve our conscious contact with God, as we 

understood Him, praying only for knowledge of His will for us and the power to carry that 
out.  

12. Having had a spiritual awakening as the result of these steps, we tried to carry this 
message to alcoholics, and to practice these principles in all our affairs.  

    No one has ever overcome a sinful entrapment by accommodating it.

    One course that never works is will power. (We all know someone who put away the bottle, laid 
down his tobacco, terminated the affair and re-committed to the spouse and family.  But I can 
assure two things are true: 1) we don't know the "whole story" and 2) will power won't work for 
us.) The more we try not to think about something, the more we think about it.   
  
    Here are two ways to avoid sinful entrapments. 
  
    First, commit yourself to a positive action.  If eating is your entrapment, take the dog for a walk; 
write a letter; do something constructive!  Sitting around trying not to think about the pie in the 
refrigerators won't work. Notice in the AA model at no time is it suggested that alcoholics try to 
think about not drinking. 
  
  Second, replace entrapping thoughts with liberating ones. 
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Finally, brethren, whatever things are true, whatever things are noble, whatever things are 
just, whatever things are pure, whatever things are lovely, whatever things are of good 
report, if there is any virtue and if there is anything praiseworthyÐ meditate on these 

things.  The things which you learned and received and heard and saw in me, these do, 
and the God of peace will be with you.

    No one has ever "mopped" himself out of a sinful entrapment.  We need to set our minds on 
that which is spiritually liberating. 
  
    When we feel tempted by things we know are not part of God's plan for our lives, we will most 
certainly not avoid entrapment by exerting our will power and not thinking about the temptation.  
Neither will we overcome it by trying to find a way to accommodate the temptation into our lives. 
  
The moment one definitely commits oneself, then Providence moves too. All sorts of things occur 
to help that would never otherwise have occurred. . .Whatever you can do or dream you can do, 

begin it.

    The commitment to Christ's agenda, rather than our own, is the key to avoiding sinful 
entrapments.  Thinking about what He wants us to do, and then striving to do it, is simply the best 
way to avoid sinful entrapments.

    Christians can turn the world upside down IF they understand the Gospel.  We are told that 
retiring Executive Director of the PCUSA, John Detterick, repeatedly urged the General Assembly 
Council to make evangelism its priority. But what good does it do to have evangelism as a priority 
if you don't know what the essential tenets of the Gospel are?  No one is going to be attracted to 
a church that doesn't know what it believes. 
  
    The beauty of TULIP is its simplicity.  There are other ways to make the same points.  TULIP is 
certainly not all there is to the Gospel.  But almost every saint can understand, remember, and 
share -- 
    Total depravity. People are not basically good; they are totally incapable of holy living apart 
from Christ. 
    Unconditional election. There is nothing anyone can do to earn God's favor.  Salvation is a free 
gift. 
    Limited atonement. Christ's death on the cross was completely sufficient to pay the price for 
the sins of God's covenant people.  It was limited in scope, but not limited in power to save. 
    Irresistible grace.  God is sovereign.  All God's covenant people will be divinely drawn to Christ. 
    Perseverance of the saints. No one will ever lose the free gift of salvation. 
  
    Does it matter where this acronym came from?  Should we not focus on these truths because 
there are other truths, too?  Of course not.  Equip the saints with TULIP and they will want 
to learn the rest.  Deny equipping the saints with TULIP and probably nothing you say will make 
much sense. 
  

Do It With "Flair" 
  

How is it, James, that so many doctrinally good churches are so awfully boring in worship?   
    Long sermons are more often than not a sign of poor preparation.(It is no accident that most 
TV shows have a commercial every 15 minutes; that is about as long as the average person's 
attention span.)  The fact that people will sit through long, poorly organized sermons is not a 
mandate to preach long, poorly organized sermons.   
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    Pastors, preach the Gospel with flair.  Too many preach on subjects which the congregation 
finds interesting instead of making the Gospel interesting. 
  

 
Preach the word! Be ready in season and out of season. Convince, rebuke, exhort, with all 

longsuffering and teaching.  For the time will come when they will not endure sound 
doctrine, but according to their own desires, because they have itching ears, they will 

heap up for themselves teachers;  and they will turn their ears away from the truth, and be 
turned aside to fables.

Commandments deal with truthfulness. 
  
You shall not take the name of the LORD your God in vain, for the LORD will not hold him 

guiltless who takes His name in vain.  
Ex. 20: 7 

  
    This command isn't about using profanity; it is a warning against using God's name when 
making an oath one does not intend to keep. 
  

You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.  
Ex. 20: 16 

  
    When a Jew gave his word, it became a sacred duty to perform what he promised, regardless 
of the consequences. Read the story of Jephthah in Judges 11. 
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If a man makes a vow to the LORD, or swears an oath to bind himself by some agreement, 
he shall not break his word; he shall do according to all that proceeds out of his mouth.

    You know how some people will make a promise, but have their fingers crossed.  This excuses 
them from having to keep that promise. Yeah, right.  The Jews of Jesus time felt that if God's 
name was invoked, He became a "partner" in the vow.  These vows had to be fulfilled.  However, 
if you could make it sound like you were invoking the Almighty, but not actually saying His name, 
you were not obligated to fulfill the promise.  So they would swear by heaven, or earth, or 
Jerusalem, or on their own head. It was just like making a promise with one's fingers crossed. 
Jesus forbids His disciples from such duplicity.   
    If we are Christians, God is part of everything we do, whether we invoke His name or not.  We 
do not have godly areas and non-godly areas of our lives.  If we are Christians at worship on 
Sunday, we are also Christians at work on Monday, or socializing on the weekends.  Everything 
we say and do, and everywhere we say it or do it, reflects on our relationship with God.  
Consequently, every promise we make, because we are Christians, is a sacred promise. 
  
    This command lays two obligations on us as Christians:  
    1. Our character should be such that no one would think it necessary to ask us to take an oath. 
    2. We must make certain that our simple yes or no is sufficient to assure anyone that we will do 
what we say we will do.  Nothing more is needed. 
  
    People will judge our character by our words. People will judge our Lord by us.

You have heard that it was said, `An eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth.'   But I tell you 
not to resist an evil person. But whoever slaps you on your right cheek, turn the other to 
him also. If anyone wants to sue you and take away your tunic, let him have your cloak 
also.  And whoever compels you to go one mile, go with him two.  Give to him who asks

    Jesus taught His disciples that retaliation was self-destructive. He illustrates His point with 
three examples. 
  

    whoever slaps you on your right cheek, turn the other to him also. . . 
  

    Most of us are right-handed.  In order for a right-handed person to slap someone on the right 
cheek, he would have to do it with the back of his hand.  To a Jew, this is doubly insulting to 
being slapped with the palm side of the hand.  Jesus' point is simply this:  No matter how insulting 
someone is toward you, don't come down to his level. 
    Look at all the insults hurled at Jesus: 
  
The Son of Man came eating and drinking, and they say, `Look, a glutton and a winebibber, 

a friend of tax collectors and sinners!'  But wisdom is justified by her children.º  
Matt. 11: 19 

  
    Jesus is teaching His disciples to be like Him.  Do not react to every insult; do not hang on to 
every resentment; and never seek retaliation. Jesus understood the wisdom behind a line from a 
Brenda Lee song: While you're throwing mud at me, you©re only losing ground. 
  

If anyone wants to sue you and take away your tunic, let him have your cloak also.  
  

    The tunic was a long, sack-like inner garment, usually made from cotton.  Even the poorest 
people would several own tunics. The cloak was the blanket-like outer garment which people 
wore as robes by day, and covers by night.  Most people had only one cloak.  Under Jewish law, 
a tunic could be used as collateral, but not the cloak. 
  

If you take your neighbor's cloak as a pledge, return it to him by sunset,  because his 
cloak is the only covering he has for his body. What else will he sleep in? When he cries 

out to me, I will hear, for I am compassionate. 
Ex. 22: 26-27

    When our rights have a higher priority than our relationships, we aren't acting like Jesus. 
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    whoever compels you to go one mile, go with him two. 

    Israel was an occupied country.  At any time, a Roman could compel a Jew to carry his 
baggage, or anything else.  Remember Simon of Cyrene?  A Roman soldier compelled him to 
carry Jesus' cross. 

    Jesus is teaching His disciples to do what is required of them -- us -- without 
resentment.   Even if the job is cruel and unreasonable, go the extra mile. 

    It was the least I could do. 

    There are always two ways to approach a task:  begrudgingly, doing the absolute least 
possible to get it done, the whole time resenting what I have to do. 

    There used to be a cartoon character named H.R. Puffinstuff.  His motto was: I can't do too 
little because I can't do too much. A person with this mind set approaches all chores with this 
attitude: This is something I want to do. 

    There is a world of difference between looking upon today's agenda with an I want to rather 
than an I have to attitude. Christ is glorified when His disciples do even the most unreasonable 
jobs with an I want to attitude. 

    Jesus wants His disciples to resist the temptation to retaliate when offended; to put 
relationships ahead of rights; and to approach even the worst of jobs willingly, not begrudgingly. 

Always do right. 
This will gratify some people 

and astonish the rest. 
Mark Twain 

    But, that's just not natural; that's not the way normal people act! 

    That's the point!  No one ruled by his old, sinful nature would ever behave like this. People who 
are seeking their own glory would never behave this way. Only those born-again to a New Life in 
Christ would ever, could ever, act this way. Only those seeking to glorify Jesus by acting like Him 
would behave like this. 

    Andy Capp and his wife, Flo, are having an argument.  Andy's pal, Chalky, is outside listening.

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COFFEE CUPS 
 
     A group of alumni, highly established in their careers, got together to visit their old university 
professor. Conversation soon turned into complaints about stress in work and life. Offering his 
guests coffee, the professor went to the kitchen and returned with a large pot of coffee and an 
assortment of cups - porcelain, plastic, glass, crystal, some plain looking, some expensive, some 
exquisite - telling them to help themselves to the coffee. 
 
     When all the students had a cup of coffee in hand, the professor said: "If you noticed, all the 
nice looking expensive cups were taken up, leaving behind the plain and cheap ones. While it is 
normal for you to want only the best for yourselves, that is the source of your problems and 
stress. Be assured that the cup itself adds no quality to the coffee. In most cases it is just more 
expensive and in some cases even hides what we drink. What all of you really wanted was 
coffee, not the cup, but you consciously went for the best cups... And then you began eyeing 
each other's cups.

    This passage sums up like no other the Christian ethic of personal relationships. What is Jesus 
teaching us to do when He says, love your enemies? 
  
    Without getting too technical, it is necessary for our understanding of this passage to 
remember that there are four words for love in the Greek language. 
  
1. Storge.  Family love. This is the love of a parent for a child. 
2. Eros. Romantic love. This is the love of a man for a woman. 
3. Philia. Brotherly love. This is the warm affection of true friendship. 
4. Agape. Unconquerable goodwill.  This is the word used here. 
  
    Jesus does not ask us to love our enemies as we love our children, spouse, or dearest friends. 
That would not make sense, even if it were possible, which it isn't.  So what's the difference? 
  
    The first three forms of love are all matters of the heart. They are almost unconscious, 
spontaneous feelings. The good parent doesn't have to think about loving his child; a young man 
or woman speaks of falling in love with the loved one; and the affection we feel for a dear friend 
never requires a moment's thought.  But agape is different. 
    To feel unconquerable goodwill for someone who may want to do us harm takes more than 
heart; it takes a conscious discipline.  Such feelings do not come naturally. The only way to 
achieve such an attitude is through the power of the indwelling Holy Spirit.  Only those born again 
spiritually can love with an agape love. 
  
    Let's consider some things agape does not mean. 
    *It does not mean we have to like the person. 
    *It does not mean we have to allow him to do whatever he wants to us. (Demeaning me 
demeans you; and because I agape you, I will not allow you to demean me.) 
    *It does not mean we do not correct and/or punish someone just because we practice agape. 
(When that is necessary, it must not be retributive, but remedial.) 
  
    In this passage, Jesus is teaching us about personal relationships. This is not intended to be 
an ethic for international diplomacy. Often it is easier to apply these words to the Big Picture than 
it is to apply them to an annoying neighbor, an irritating co-worker, or an obnoxious client.  When 
we read these words, our foremost thought should be: He is talking to me. Today. About ______. 
  
    Unlike the other forms of love, agape demands thought and discipline.  It won't come naturally; 
it won't be easy. 
  

    Therefore you shall be perfect, just as your Father in heaven is perfect. 
  

    Jesus sums up His ethics lesson with an astounding statement: We must be perfect like God! 
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    Once again, understanding the Greek word used here is helpful.  The word is teleios. It does 
not mean abstract perfection; it means end, goal, purpose. Non-believers are capable of loving 
their children, their mates, and their friends.  But only a regenerated soul is capable of agape, 
having a godly purpose.  
  

Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; 
behold, all things have become new.  Now all things are of God, who has reconciled us to 
Himself through Jesus Christ, and has given us the ministry of reconciliation,  that is, that 
God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not imputing their trespasses to them, 

and has committed to us the word of reconciliation.  
Now then, we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God were pleading through us: we 

implore you on Christ's behalf, be reconciled to God. 
II Cor. 5: 17-20 

  
    This is our end, our goal, our purpose: To do God's work. 
  
    The defining mark of every Christian is his agape for others.

For they love to pray standing in 
the synagogues and on the corners of the streets, that they may be seen by men. 

But you, when you pray, go into your 
room, and when you have shut your door, pray to your Father who is in the secret place;

    [Without making too much of this, isn't it interesting that Jesus taught His disciples about 
stewardship before He taught them to pray?] 
  

And when you pray, you shall not be like the hypocrites.  
  

How NOT to Pray 
  

    Someone said, If you wait until you go to bed at night to pray, you run the risk of becoming 
"sack- religious."  The first lesson in how NOT to pray is don't let your prayer life become a mere 
habit.  Think when you pray.  Don't let your grace before meals, or your evening prayers be 
something you say without thinking. 
  
    There is nothing wrong with using written prayers.  But merely reading the words is not 
praying.  Again, think about the words of the written prayer; make them your own.  The second 
lesson in how NOT to pray is don't let your prayers become too formalized. 
  
    It is good to set aside certain times for prayer.  But we live in a real world.  It is not always 
appropriate to stop what we are doing so that we can pray at a given time.  The third lesson in 
how NOT to pray is don't let the clock dictate your prayer life.  Let prayer be natural.  We can 
quietly offer a prayer at any moment.  We don't have to stop what we are doing; we don't have to 
fold our hands or even bow our heads. 
  
    It's good to have a quiet place to go to pray.  But we can pray anywhere.  You don't need to go 
to the chapel in the hospital to pray for a sick friend; you don't have to wait to get to the sanctuary 
to pray.  The fourth lesson in how NOT to pray is don't let geography dictate your prayer life.  The 
silent prayer offered when needed is always heard. 
  
    The fifth lesson in how NOT to pray is don't confuse volume with sincerity. God is not 
impressed with long-winded prayers.  If you have an hour for prayer, don't fill it up with just your 
words.  Let God have a chance to speak to you.  It is always beneficial to allow time to hear that 
still, small voice.  It is too easy to confuse verbosity with piety, and Elizabethan English with 
devotion.

    We all know this prayer as The Lord's Prayer;  but it might be more accurate if we called it the 
Disciples' Prayer.  This is the prayer Jesus taught His disciples to pray.  It is not a child©s prayer; 
nor is it a family prayer, unless we mean God©s forever family.  The Lord's Prayer can only really 
be prayed when the one who is praying knows the Lord and understands what he is saying when 
he offers this prayer. 
  
    The order of the petitions is very important.  The first three petitions have to do with God and 
His glory; the second three have to do with our needs.  God first; us second. 
  

 Hallowed be Your name.  
    The very first thing every Christian should pray for is a life that hallows our God. May all that 
we say, think and do show our complete respect for our Heavenly Father. 
  

Your kingdom come.  
  

    It is only human -- that is, sinful old nature -- to spend our energies building up our own 
kingdoms.  In our prayer life, our second thought should be how we can help promote and extend 
God©s Kingdom. 
  

Your will be done  
    What is God©s will for your life?  That is the real point to prayer, discovering why God created 
us and what He wants us to do (Eph. 2: 10). 
  

But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be 
added to you. 

Matt. 6: 33 
  

    It is only when God is given the proper place in our lives that everything else takes its proper 
place.  Prayer should never be used to talk God into doing what we want; rather, it is the 
discipline saints should use to bring our lives into harmony with the will of God for us. 
  
    The second set of petitions dealing with our human needs form a marvelous unity.  First, we 
ask for bread. 
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 Give us this day our daily bread.  
 

    Bread represents all that is necessary to maintain life now.  This petition brings our present 
needs to our Heavenly Father. 
  

And forgive us our debts,  
      As we forgive our debtors.  

  
    When we ask our God for forgiveness, we are bringing our past actions to Him. 

 
       And do not lead us into temptation,  

      But deliver us from the evil one.  
  
    When we ask our God for help with our temptations, we are committing our future to Him. 
  
    In these three petitions, Jesus teaches His disciples to lay the present, past, and future in the 
hands of God. 
  

Father, Son and Holy Spirit 
  
    But this prayer does even more than teach us to bring all of life to God.  It also teaches us to 
bring all of God into our lives.  When we pray for bread, that request directs our thoughts to God 
the Father, the Creator and Sustainer of Life. When we ask for forgiveness, that request takes us 
to God the Son, Jesus Christ, our Lord, Savior and Redeemer. When we petition for help with 
future temptations, we are asking God the Holy Spirit, the Comforter, Illuminator, Guide and 
Guardian, to help us. 
  
    In the most concise and amazing way, Jesus teaches us to take the past, present and future, 
the whole of our lives, and present them to God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  All aspects of our 
life to the Three Persons of God.

    The first thing Jesus teaches His disciples to pray for is the grace to hallow God's name.  Since 
most of us pray this prayer at least weekly, we had better know what it is we are praying for.  The 
Greek word translated hallowed is hagiazesthai. It means to treat a person or thing as hagios.  
Hagios is most often translated holy, but also means separate or different.  What we are praying 
for here is the grace to treat God©s name differently from other names. 
    To the Hebrew mind, name means much more than just an identifying designation; it means 
one©s nature and character -- the essential personality. 
  

And those who know Your name will put their trust in You. . . 
Ps. 9: 10 

  
    The Psalmist isn©t suggesting that merely knowing the name Yahweh or Jehovah is grounds for 
trusting Him.  When you understand God©s nature, character, and personality, you will understand 
why you can trust Him. 
  

Some trust in chariots, and some in horses; 
         But we will remember the name of the LORD our God. 

Ps. 20: 7 
  

    God©s name is not a magic talisman to ward off evil.  But faith in His nature and character is our 
source of Hope. 
  

Hallowed be Your name. . . 
  

    When we lift this petition, we are praying to be enabled to give to our Heavenly Father the 
unique place in our lives which His holy personality demands and deserves. 
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    It is increasingly difficult to hallow God when we are shackled by a need to be politically 
correct.  The deity who has revealed Himself in the Bible is not the same one who is revealed in 
Koran, or any other sacred texts.  We do not all worship the same "god" but with different names.  
To hallow our Heavenly Father's name is to recognize first and foremost that He is different, 
separate, holy from all other purported "gods."  There are at least four essentials in hallowing 
God's name. 
  
    1.  We must believe God exists.  Nowhere in the Bible is there any attempt to prove God's 
existence. That is because the people in the Bible knew God personally.  They experienced Him 
every day in  their lives.   
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    Once upon a time, a man found a watch.  He had never before seen such a thing, so he took it 
apart to see what "made it tick."  Logically, what conclusion do you think such a thorough 
examination would bring?  All these parts came together from the vast ends of the universe 
randomly, formed themselves randomly, and now keep perfect time?  Of course not!  The logical 
conclusion is:  I have found a watch; there must be a watch-maker. 
  

For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and 
unrighteousness of men, who suppress the truth in unrighteousness,  because what may 

be known of God is manifest in them, for God has shown it to them.  For since the creation 
of the world His invisible attributes are clearly seen, being understood by the things that 

are made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so that they are without excuse,  because, 
although they knew God, they did not glorify Him as God, nor were thankful, but became 

futile in their thoughts, and their foolish hearts were darkened. 
Rom. 1: 18-21 

  
    The total depravity of humanity is seen in the inability to look upon creation and see the hand 
of God.  The regenerated soul looks upon the natural order and sees the Creator. 
  
    2. To hallow God we must know what kind of Person He is. One would never hallow the gods 
of Greek mythology.  Their characters do not warrant it. But the God of the Bible is holy, just, and 
loving.  His character demands and deserves to be hallowed. 
  
    3.  To hallow God requires a constant awareness of His presence. That means recognizing 
that our Heavenly Father is Lord of all aspects of life.  His will determines how we work, play, and 
conduct ourselves at home, or anywhere else.  God is not hallowed when our awareness of Him 
is spasmodic. 
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You cannot play with the animal in you without becoming wholly animal, play with falsehood 
without forfeiting your right to truth, play with cruelty without losing your sensitivity of mind. 

He who wants to keep his garden tidy doesn't reserve a plot for weeds.

    We cannot hallow God and exclude Him from any part of our lives. 
  
    4.  Finally, we hallow our Heavenly Father by obeying Him. 
  

Q: What do we pray for in the first petition?  
A: In the first petition (which is, Hallowed be thy name) we pray, That God would enable us and 
others to glorify him in all that whereby he maketh himself known, and that he would dispose all 

things to his own glory.

    If we really believe God exists, and we understand what kind of God He is, and that He is Lord 
over all Creation, we will still not hallow Him unless and until we obey His will. 
  
    To know that God is, to know what kind of God He is, to be constantly aware of His presence, 
and to be faithfully obedient to His will  -- that is how we hallow His name, the way His nature and 
character demands and deserves.

Praying like Chicago Cubs fans  
  

    We may pray this petition with an attitude of defeated resignation.  We accept God's will 
because we have no other choice.  Maybe things will be better for us next year. 
  

Praying like New York Yankees fans  
  

    We may pray this petition with an attitude of bitter resentment.  We don't like God's will.  We 
have no choice but to wait for next year, but we don't like it. 
  
    Assuming that Jesus was neither a Cubs' or Yankees' fan (that may be a stretch for some of 
you), we must assume that the attitude He had in mind for His disciples was one of love and 
trust.  When we pray for God's will to be done, we do so assured of two things: 
    1. His wisdom.  God is the expert in Life. His Word is the infallible rule of faith and life.  When 
we obey His will, we can rest assured that His guidance will always lead us to Life's best. 
    2. His love.  We believe that our Heavenly Father has our best interests at heart. 
  

He who did not spare His own Son, but delivered Him up for us all, how shall He not with 
Him also freely give us all things?

    We can't believe in Christ's intentional atonement and doubt the love of God. Attitude Is 
everything! 

 
    Jerry was the kind of guy you love to hate. He was always in a good mood and always had 
something positive to say. When someone would ask him how he was doing, he would reply, "If I 
were any better, I would be twins!"  
 
    He was a unique manager because he had several waiters who had followed him around from 
restaurant to restaurant. The reason the waiters followed Jerry was because of his attitude. He 
was a natural motivator. If an employee was having a bad day, Jerry was there telling the 
employee how to look on the positive side of the situation.

    Seeing this style really made me curious, so one day I went up to Jerry and asked him, "I don't 
get it! You can't be a positive person all of the time. How do you do it?"  
 
    Jerry replied, "Each morning I wake up and say to myself, 'Jerry, you have two choices today. 
You can choose to be in a good mood or you can choose to be in a bad mood.' I choose to be in 
a good mood. Each time something bad happens, I can choose to be a victim or I can choose to 
learn from it. I choose to learn from it. Every time someone comes to me complaining, I can 
choose to accept their complaining or I can point out the positive side of life. I choose the positive 
side of life."  
 
    "Yeah, right, it's not that easy," I protested.  
 
    "Yes, it is," Jerry said. "Life is all about choices. When you cut away all the junk, every situation 
is a choice. You choose how you react to situations. You choose how people will affect your 
mood. You choose to be in a good mood or bad mood. The bottom line: It's your choice how you 
live life." 
 
    I reflected on what Jerry said. Soon thereafter, I left the restaurant industry to start my own 
business. We lost touch, but I often thought about him when I made a choice about life instead of 
reacting to it. 
 
    Several years later, I heard that Jerry did something you are never supposed to do in a 
restaurant business: he left the back door open one morning and was held up at gunpoint by 
three armed robbers. While trying to open the safe, his hand, shaking from nervousness, slipped 
off the combination. The robbers panicked and shot him. 
 
    Luckily, Jerry was found relatively quickly and rushed to the local trauma center. After 18 hours 
of surgery and weeks of intensive care, Jerry was released from the hospital with fragments of 
the bullets still in his body.  
 
    I saw Jerry about six months after the accident. When I asked him how he was, he replied, "If I 
were any better, I'd be twins.

We 
cannot experience forgiveness and maintain an opinion that we are basically good people.  The 
starting point for every Christian is an acceptance of our total depravity.  Before we can fully 
appreciate God's grace, we must understand our unworthiness.  Before we can understand 
Christ's sacrifice, we need to understand our sinfulness. 
  

 
  

    Before we can experience forgiveness, we must have a sense of sin. 
  
    The New Testament uses five different words for sin, each one shedding a little more light on 
our total depravity. 
  
    Opheilema is the word Jesus used in the Lord's Prayer.  It means debt. Sin is a failure to pay a 
debt which is due.

    Is there any one of us who is not indebted to another in some way? 
  

 
  
    Hamaritia is the most common word for sin. Originally, this was an archery term; it meant 
missing the mark. Sin is a failure to be what we might have been. 
  

There is nothing with which every man is so afraid as getting to know  
how enormously much he is capable of doing.

    Is there any one of us who can say he is living up to his full potential? 
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    Parabasis literally means stepping across. Sin is stepping across the line between right and 
wrong. 
  

 
  

    We can pretend we have never stepped across the line, but we would only be deceiving 
ourselves. 
  

 
  
    Paraptoma means slipping across.  Not all our slips are deliberate.  We can, and do, sin 
inadvertently.  This is the sin of impulse and emotion.  This is the sin of lost control. 
  

 
  

    The best of us can, and does, sin the moment we let our guard down. It is a function of our 
totally depraved human nature. 
  
    Anomia means lawlessness. This is the sin of a person who knows what is right, and yet does 
the wrong.  It is a sign of our total depravity that we do what we like.  The speed limit is 40, but we 
would like to get to where we are going more quickly, so we go 50. Even if we were able to say 
we had never broken any of the Ten Commandments, is there any one who can honestly say he 
hadn't thought about breaking one? 
  

Our first parents, begin seduced by the subtlety and temptations of Satan, sinned in eating the 
forbidden fruit. This their sin God was pleased, according to his wise and holy counsel, to permit, 

having purposed to order it to his own glory.  
 

 By this sin they fell from their original righteousness and communion with God, and so became 
dead in sin, and wholly defiled in all the faculties and parts of soul and body.  

 
They being the root of mankind, the guilt of this sin was imputed, and the same death in sin and 
corrupted nature conveyed to all their posterity, descending from them by original generation.  

 
From this original corruption, whereby we are utterly indisposed, disabled, and made opposite to 

all good, and wholly inclined to all evil, do proceed all actual transgressions.

    Do we really want to be forgiven as we forgive others? Literally, the meaning here is:  Forgive 
us in proportion to how we forgive others.  Our experience of God's forgiving grace is in direct 
proportion to our forgiving others.  It is very difficult to receive the blessed gift of forgiveness if we 
harbor a hard heart toward others. 
  

Therefore whoever eats this bread or drinks this cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner 
will be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord.  But let a man examine himself, and so let 

him eat of the bread and drink of the cup.  For he who eats and drinks in an unworthy 
manner eats and drinks judgment to himself, not discerning the Lord's body. 

I Cor. 11: 27-29 
  

    Scripture teaches us to respect our spiritual blessings.  We should not receive holy communion 
in an unworthy manner.  Neither should we expect to experience the peace and comfort of 
forgiveness if we are unforgiving.  It does not mean that the blessings are not real; it does mean 
that our hard hearts prevent us from receiving them.  When we deny others what we would 
receive from God, we deny ourselves the blessing. 
  
    If we are to experience the peace and comfort of divine forgiveness, three things are 
necessary. 
  
    First, we must learn to understand others.  However foolish, however misguided, people do 
things for a reason.  Forgiving others is much easier if we understand why they did the things 
they did.  This is not condoning their behavior; it is understanding it. 
  
    Second, we must learn to forget.  That old adage, I forgive, but I can't forget, is a major 
obstacle to experiencing God's forgiveness. Harboring hurts prevents healing. We should never 
forget the wrongs we have done others; we should never stop trying to make amends, except 
when to do so would cause more hurt.  But we need to let go of the memories of sins committed 
against us . . . if we want to experience the peace and comfort of divine forgiveness. 
  
    Third, we must learn to practice agape.  Agape is unnatural, disciplined benevolence toward 
others.  It is not the sappy, sentimental emotion so often conveyed by the word love.  (What the 
world needs now is love, sweet love . . .)  Agape is the uncompromising commitment of a person 
to the highest good in others, regardless of how they treat us.  Such an attitude takes a lot of 
prayerful work.  It is not natural.

 They [saints equipped with sound doctrine] are 9 times more likely than all the others to avoid 
‘adult-only' material on the Internet. They are 4 times more likely than 

      other Christians to boycott objectionable companies and products and 
      twice as likely to choose not to watch a movie specifically because 
      of its bad content. They are 3 times more likely than other adults 

      not to use tobacco products and twice as likely to volunteer time to 
      help needy people. Forty-nine percent of all born-again Christians 

      with a biblical world view have volunteered more than an hour in the 
      previous week to an organization serving the poor, whereas only 29 

      percent of born-again Christians without a biblical world view and 
      only 22 percent of non-born-again Christians had done so. 

 
 
      The conclusion is that doctrine matters. Saints equipped with the sound doctrines of TULIP 
are better able to resist Satan's temptations. Sider puts it like this: 
 
     Barna's findings on the different behavior of Christians with a biblical worldview underline the 
importance of theology. Biblical orthodoxy does matter. One important way to end the scandal of 
contemporary Christian behavior is to work and pray fervently for the growth of orthodox 
theological belief in our churches. 
 

     Jesus believed that Satan will do whatever he can to thwart the purposes of God, and 
undermine the peace, comfort and assurance that are ours as God's Chosen People.  This is why 
He taught His disciples to pray for deliverance from him.

For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for 
everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek. 

Rom. 1: 16 
  
    One of the most telling signs of human total depravity is the temptation to appear morally 
worse than we are.  In some social circles, it isn't cool to be Christian.  When we are with certain 
people, we want to seem more worldly than we actually are.  In some settings, we are tempted to 
hide our allegiance to Christ for fear of seeming soft, weak, or lacking in individual integrity. We 
may not even be conscious of the fact that at those times we are demonstrating that we are 
ashamed of the Gospel. 
  
For when you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness.  What fruit did 
you have then in the things of which you are now ashamed? For the end of those things is 

death.  But now having been set free from sin, and having become slaves of God, you 
have your fruit to holiness, and the end, everlasting life. 

Rom. 8: 20-22 
  

We admitted we were powerless over alcohol--that our lives had become unmanageable.

    Everyone of us has within his old nature a demon which will rob life of the joy which is ours as 
Christians.  For some, it may be alcohol.  One may drink socially, even heavily, and not become 
addicted.  For another, a single drink is too much.  The same may be said about foods, such as 
sweets, peanuts, chips, etc. Sex is a normal, healthy part of the Christian family.  But sexual 
desires can be just as destructive as food or drink. 
    Too often we focus on the demon, and ignore the discipline required for joyous Christian 
living.  It should be sufficient to say that everyone of us has such a demon which will tempt us into 
conduct which will ruin our lives.  That demon will cause life to become unmanageable. On our 
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own, we are powerless over this demon. Where our demon is concerned, we each must make the 
decision to turn our will and our lives over to the care of God . We will not be restored to sanity by 
denying our demon and calling it an alternate lifestyle. 
  

And the LORD God commanded the man, saying, ªOf every tree of the garden you may 
freely eat;  but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the

Serve is not nearly strong enough to convey what 
Jesus is teaching us in this passage.  Douleuein means to be a slave to. The word translated 
master is kurios; it means one who has absolute ownership.  What Jesus is teaching us is this:  
No one can be a slave to two owners. 
  
    The disciples would have understood what Jesus was saying.  They knew that slaves had no 
legal rights.  The owner could do with a slave whatever he pleased.  They were "living tools."  
Slaves had no time of their own.  They were at the owner's beck and call 24/7. 
  
    Here, then, is our relationship to God.  We have no rights or time of our own. 
  

You cannot serve God and mammon 
  

    Mammon is an interesting word.  The Hebrew word means material possessions.  But how that 
word came to be used over the years is the interesting part.  Originally, mammon described 
material possessions entrusted to someone for safekeeping.  But as the years went by, the word 
came to mean that in which a person puts his trust. When a person puts his trust in material 
possessions, they cease to be his means of supporting himself and become his god.

     The Greek word translated worry is merimnan.  It means to worry anxiously. It does not mean 
the disciplined planning for future needs and events. Worry is defined as being immobilized in the 
present as a result of things that are going or not going to happen in the future. 
  
    In this passage, Jesus offers five arguments against immobilizing worry. 
  

Therefore I say to you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or what you will 
drink; nor about your body, what you will put on. Is not life more than food and the body 

more than clothing? 
  

    If our Heavenly Father gave us life, surely we can trust Him to provide us with that which is 
necessary to support life. 
  

Look at the birds of the air, for they neither sow nor reap nor gather into barns; yet your 
heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not of more value than they? 

  
    Birds work.  As a full-time observer of my veterinarian wife, whose practice consists of birds, 
cats, and exotic pets, I can assure you that they work: they build homes; care for their young; and 
keep themselves clean.  Jesus is not suggesting otherwise. His point is that birds don't worry. 
There is not to be found in them ulcers or heart conditions developed because they don't know 
where their nesting materials will come from, or where they will find their next meal. 
  

Which of you by worrying can add one cubit to his stature?  
  

    Jesus says worry is a waste of energy.  Modern psychologists agree.  Throughout life, the two 
most futile emotions are guilt for that which has been done and worry about what might be done. 
    There are two ways this verse can be interpreted: 1. By worrying, we can't add 18 inches to our 
height; 2. by worrying, we can't add the shortest span of time to the length of our lives. 
    Jesus' point:  Worry is pointless. 
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So why do you worry about clothing? Consider the lilies of the field, how they grow: they 
neither toil nor spin;  and yet I say to you that even Solomon in all his glory was not 

arrayed like one of these.  Now if God so clothes the grass of the field, which today is, and 
tomorrow is thrown into the oven, will He not much more clothe you, O you of little faith?  

  
    If God gives beauty to the short-lived flower, how much more will He care for His children? 
  

Therefore do not worry, saying, `What shall we eat?' or `What shall we drink?' or `What 
shall we wear?'   For after all these things the Gentiles seek. For your heavenly Father 

knows that you need all these things. 
  

    Jesus says worry is the hallmark of one who does not trust God.  If the god one believes in is 
not the sovereign God of Scripture, then there is probably good reason not to trust. 
  

 
  

    Christians who have been equipped with the sound doctrines of TULIP know they are eternally 
secure in the hands of their God. 
  
    Jesus then offers His disciples two ways to defeat worry. 
  

But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be 
added to you. 

  
    Concentrate on God's will for your life.   
  

Your kingdom come.  
      Your will be done  

      On earth as it is in heaven. 
Matt. 6: 10 

  
    God's kingdom is where God's will is done.  We defeat worry by focusing on doing God's will. 
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 For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared 
beforehand that we should walk in them. 

Eph. 2: 10 
  

    Each of us was created by God for a purpose, His purpose.  We defeat worry by seeking to do 
the things God created us to do, not the things the "world" tells us we should be doing. 
  

For those who live according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but 
those who live according to the Spirit, the things of the Spirit.  For to be carnally minded is 

death, but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.

This one was offered to a group of high 
school students: 

 Rule 1:  Life is not fair - get used to it! 

 Rule 2:  The world won't care about your self-esteem. The  world will  expect you to  accomplish 
something BEFORE you feel good about  yourself. 

 Rule 3:  You will NOT make $60,000 a year right out of high school.  You  won't be a vice-
president with a car phone until you earn both. 

 Rule 4:  If you think your teacher is tough, wait till you get a boss. 

 Rule 5:  Flipping burgers is not beneath your dignity.  Your Grandparents had a different word for 
burger flipping:   they called it opportunity. 

 Rule 6:  If you mess up, it's not your parents' fault, so don't whine  about your mistakes, learn 
from them. 

 Rule 7: Before you were born, your parents weren't as boring as they are  now.  They got that 
way from paying your bills, cleaning your clothes and  listening to you talk about how cool you 

thought you were.  So before you  save the rain forest from the parasites of your parent's  
generation, try  delousing the closet in your own room. 

 Rule 8:  Your school may have done away with winners and losers, but life  HAS NOT.  In some 
schools, they have abolished failing grades and they'll  give you as MANY TIMES as you want to 

get the right answer.  This doesn't  bear the slightest resemblance to ANYTHING in real life. 
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 Rule 9:  Life is not divided into semesters. You don't get summers off and very few employers 
are interested in helping you FIND YOURSELF. Do that on your own time. 

 Rule 10:  Television is NOT real life.  In real life people actually have  to leave the coffee shop 
and go to jobs. 

 Rule 11: Be nice to nerds.  Chances are you'll end up working for one. 

 

    There are even rules for when it is most appropriate to pray.  For example, the following 
situations would warrant immediate prayer: 
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   Remember, the Sermon on the Mount was Jesus' "orientation" class for His disciples.  It was 
not a sermon for the masses. In this sermon, Jesus spells out the "essentials" of the New 
Covenant for those to whom He will entrust His Church.  With this command, He teaches them, 
and us, the ultimate Christian rule: whatever you want men to do to you, do also to them. 

  
    Many had taught this rule from the negative point of view.  King Nicocles commanded, Do not 
do to others the things which make you angry when you experience them at the hands of other 
people. Epictetus said, What you avoid suffering yourselves, seek not to inflict upon others. The 
Psalmist wrote: 

LORD, who may abide in Your tabernacle? 
         Who may dwell in Your holy hill?           

 He who walks uprightly, 
         And works righteousness,  

         And speaks the truth in his heart; 
  He who does not backbite with his tongue, 

 Nor does evil to his neighbor,  
 Nor does he take up a reproach against his friend. . . 

Ps. 15: 1-3 

    In its negative form, this isn't a religious rule, but a common-sense principle without which no 
society can function.

They were holding spoons with 
very long handles and each found it possible to reach into the pot of stew and take a spoonful, 
but because  the handle was longer than their arms, they could not get the spoons back into their 
mouths.  
     
    The holy man shuddered at the sight of their misery and suffering. The Lord said, "You have 
seen Hell." 
  
There 
was the large round table with the large pot of stew which made the holy man's mouth water. The 
people were equipped with the same long-handled spoons, but here the people were well 
nourished and plump, laughing and talking.

    From the very beginning of Jesus' ministry, He was aware that the greatest threat to His 
Church would come from within it. 

  
Beware of false prophets, who come to you in sheep's clothing, but inwardly they are 

ravenous wolves.  
  

 
  
    The severest threat to the Church has always been the wolves in our midst. I was in seminary 
from 1969 to 1971.  Seminarians received a special 4-D draft deferment.  Many a young man 
enrolled in a seminary to avoid being drafted.  I know this because the morning after the first draft 
lottery of the Viet Nam war, I was nearly trampled by men leaving school because they drew 
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"good" draft numbers. Not everyone in seminary to avoid the draft drew a "good" number.  They 
stayed in school, got ordained, and are leading congregations and denominations today. False 
prophets in sheep's clothing. 
  

    But know this, that in the last days perilous times will come:  For men will be lovers of 
themselves, lovers of money, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, 

unthankful, unholy, unloving, unforgiving, slanderers, without self-control, brutal, 
despisers of good,  traitors, headstrong, haughty, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of 
God,  having a form of godliness but denying its power. And from such people turn away!  
For of this sort are those who creep into households and make captives of gullible women 
loaded down with sins, led away by various lusts,  always learning and never able to come 

to the knowledge of the truth.  Now as Jannes and Jambres resisted Moses, so do these 
also resist the truth: men of corrupt minds, disapproved concerning the faith;  but they will 

progress no further, for their folly will be manifest to all, as theirs also was. 
II Tim. 3: 1-9 

  
    The mark of any prophet is his teaching.  Some so-called evangelical pastors justify not 
teaching the "finer points" of the Gospel by saying they are trying to get non-Christians "in the 
door."  "Too much doctrine turns people off."  A church more concerned with getting people "in 
the door" will never equip saints to send into the world. 
  
 I charge you therefore before God and the Lord Jesus Christ, who will judge the living and 
the dead at His appearing and His kingdom:  Preach the word! Be ready in season and out 
of season. Convince, rebuke, exhort, with all longsuffering and teaching.  For the time will 

come when they will not endure sound doctrine, but according to their own desires, 
because they have itching ears, they will heap up for themselves teachers;  and they will 
turn their ears away from the truth, and be turned aside to fables.  But you be watchful in 

all things, endure afflictions, do the work of an evangelist, fulfill your ministry. 
II Tim. 4: 1-5 

  
    Pastors who teach sound doctrine will never be as popular as pastors who entertain.  People 
will always be more interested in the Da Vinci Code than limited atonement.  People will always 
be more interested in the secrets to effective living than in the Ten Commandments.  Jesus with 
lambs and children is always more comfortable than Jesus dying for our sins on the Cross. 
  

And the things that you have heard from me among many witnesses, commit these to 
faithful men who will be able to teach others also.  

II Tim. 2: 2 
  

    Until congregations demand more of their clergy than being chaplains, who make them feel 
comfortable with their own innate goodness, and start expecting their pastors to be teaching 
elders who equip the saints to do the good works for which we were created, our churches will be 
little more than ecclesiastical community centers, complete with food pantries and bridge clubs. 
  
And they continued steadfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, in the breaking of 
bread, and in prayers. . . praising God and having favor with all the people. And the Lord 

added to the church daily those who were being saved.

    With this passage, Jesus concludes what one scholar has called His Ordination Address to His 
Disciples. Just as a new pastor is given a charge before he begins his ministry, Jesus is 
here charging His disciples with the message they are to take out into the world.  

    This is not a sermon for the followers; this is a sermon for the disciples. 

Therefore. . . 

    Whenever we see a therefore in Scripture, we know that a summary conclusion of the 
preceding points is about to made.  As one pastor put it: When you see a "therefore," look closely 
for what it is there for. 

I will liken him to a wise man who built his house on the rock. . . 
  

    Only a house built on a solid foundation can withstand the storms which are bound to arise.  
While this may seem obvious to us, in Palestine in Jesus' day, this was very practical advice.  
During the dry summer months, a house on a pleasantly sheltered sandy lot might seem perfect; 
but when the spring rains came, the owner might find his house washed away.  This is the 
analogy Jesus used to describe the laying of the foundation of His Church.   
  
    A church built on anything but Jesus Christ as it's one and only Lord and Savior is an institution 
built on sand.

     To make sure His disciples built His Church on a solid foundation, Jesus demands two things: 

 
whoever hears these sayings of Mine. . . 

  
    Jesus expects us to pay attention to the sound doctrine He taught. Christians are expected to 
learn what the Bible teaches.  Thinking is every Christian's first responsibility. 
  

For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine, but according to their 
own desires, because they have itching ears, they will heap up for themselves teachers; 

and they will turn their ears away from the truth, and be turned aside to fables. 
II Tim. 4: 3-4 

  
    From the very beginning, followers of Jesus have been distracted.  "Preachers," more 
concerned with pleasing the membership than with feeding it, have given them the "golden 
calves" they crave. 
 

Now when the people saw that Moses delayed coming down from the mountain, the 
people gathered together to Aaron, and said to him, ªCome, make us gods that shall go 
before us; for as for this Moses, the man who brought us up out of the land of Egypt, we 

do not know what has become of him.º

you have heard from me among many witnesses, commit these to faithful men who will be 

able to teach others also.

    The Church is building on sand when it does not demand leaders who are faithful to the sound 
doctrines of Scripture AND who are able to teach them. 
  

Where an ordained minister openly disbelieves in the existence of 
God, "a good talk between the church council and the minister 

about faith matters would be very useful", said 
Jan-Gerd Heetderks, the outgoing chairperson of the Pr ot est ant  Chur ch i n t he 

Net her l ands.   
 

He added, however, it should not be a question of trying to set 
limits to the pastor's beliefs. "It is very difficult to 
precisely state the boundaries," said Heetderks.

However, the influence of those 
teachings on their actions during the week between services is very hard to discern.  The 
difference between a follower and a disciple is that the first is content to merely listen, while the 
latter is compelled to listen and do. 
  
    The concept that Jesus wants His disciples to take from this sermon is simply this: Trust and 
Obey Jesus. 
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        *When times get rough, and everyone tells you to compromise and accommodate, don't. 
Trust and Obey Jesus. 
        *When nothing seems to be happening and no one seems to be interested in sound 
doctrine, and you feel tempted to give them the golden calves they are asking for, don't. Trust 
and Obey Jesus.
